In the case in point the two
women, who were sisters, kept s
candy store, and were prosperous,
good-living, kind-hearted neighbore
to all sround them. Then some-
body grew jealous, either of thei:
gooduess or thejr prosperity, and
began to poison the minds of the
oeighbors concerning them. The
devil had no need to be busy in
that neighborhood any longer.” The
women were doing his work well—
more effootively perbaps that be
could do it himself.
