Court of Last Resort Delivers
Judgment in Case Involv-
ing Millions of Dollars

THE DECISION RECRETEED .
IN PRAIRIE PROVINGES

C.P.R. Lands not Taxzable Till
20 Years After Letters
Patent Are Issued.

London, Feb. 3—Judgment was
given today by the privy council in
the important case of the minister of
public works of the province of Al-
berta against the C. P. R. This was
a test case re the exemption of C. P.
R. lands from taxation and resulted
in a win for the railway company
all aleng the line, the case being dis-
missed without costs. Their lordships
held that unoccupied C. P. R. lands
wera2 not taxable until twenty years
after the actual grant of letters patent
to the settler, even should there be a
delay of many Yyears on his part in
taking out these letters patent. They
also held that C. P. R. lands sold
on the instalment plan are not taxable
until ‘all the instalments are paid.

Rise In C. P. R. Land.

Winnipeg, Feb. 3—The failure of
the -test case of the province of Al-
berta before the privy couneil re tax-
ation of C. P! R. lands will be widely
regretied in the Prairie Pf«)vincgs,
practically * every municipality an.d
school ~district being affected. 3. 1s
expected that official statéments of
the attitude of the law departments
of the three provinces wil be forth-
coming, but ‘well informed people
here scem to consider the judgment as
final. A further rise in C. P. R. lands
is anticipated.

History of the Case.

The case just decided in the Privy
Couneil” between' theé Alberta Govern-
ment an@ the C.P.R! has now occu-
pied some “ti*ree years’ labor on the
part of the Attorney-General's depart-
ment. In the fall-of 1907, prepara-
tions were begun under the Hon. .
W. Cross to institute proceedings

tract with the government, be still

The agreement between the railwvay
company and the government provid-
ed for the granting to the C.P.R. of
the odd-numbered sections for 24
miles -on either side of their line. At
that time the “line’’ meant only the
main line and the railway belt was a
well-defined area of land stretching
from Ontario to the Pacific. With
the expansion of the C.P.R. and the
building of new lines the original
grant assumed a greater complexity.
As each line was built new patents
were issued, confirming in particular
the original grant. Consequently,
since ‘the completion of the railway in
1886, the guestien has been constant-
ly-arising as to when the grant was
made—at the time of the contract or
as each successive patent was issued.
As the land was to be exempt from
taxation for only twenty years after
the making of the grant, the date at
which it was made became an im-
portant matter. :

Clause 10 of the contract between
the.Dominion Government and the
Canadian Pacific Railway, around
which the litigation centred, reads as
follows:

10. The -Canadian Pacific Railway
amd all stations and station grounds,
workshops, buildings, yards and other
property, rolling stock and appurten-
ances, requiregd and used for the con-
struction and working thereof, and
the capital stock of the company shall
be forever free from taxation by the
Dominion or by any province here-
aftbr to be established, or by any
mupicipal corporation therein, and
the\lands of the company in the North
West Territories, until they are either
sold or occupied, shall also be free
from such taxation for twenty years
aiter the grant thereof from the

SPLENDID PROGRESS BEING MADE
ON THE GRAND TRUNK PACIFIC

W. P. Hinton Reviews Work on Trans-

Line and 206 Miles of
Lines Have Already Been Con-
structed.

Regina, Feb. 2—At the Regina
board of trade banquet great interest
was taken in the speech made by W.
P. Hinton, general passenger agent of
the Grand Trunk Pacifie. In his speech
Mr. Hinton said that since 1905 when
work was actually commenced in
western "Canada there were made
ready for partial operation in the first
three years 6756 miles of track, an
average of 225 miles per year; in
1909 415 miles were added, and last
year €45 miles. At present, therefore,
the line is constructed between Lake
Superior and the Rocky Mountains,
1,425 miles, also 100 miles east from
Prince Rupert, making 1,625 miles of
main line, and 206 miles of branch
lines, with 624 miles of main line
and nearly 500 miles of branch lines
nearing completion,

Mr. Hinton also said that Regina is
destined to have the mew railway
serv2 her well. S8ix lines are project-
ed, east, west, north, and south, three
of which are now under construction.
To the north. more than 156 miles. of
railway will be in operation next y'ea.r,
which will give Regina another trad-
ing territory as the chief city oen the
main line of railway to Hudson- Bay
and the transatlantic world. To the
south another 150 miles will open up
a rich territory through to the Unitéd
States boundary; to the west and
northwest four new lines, and possibly
more. and to the east a near prospect

of additional means of transport and
new markets.
