THE SECRET OF
BIG MEAT BILLS.

Huge Profits of Beef Buroio—Pub­
lic Yearly Tribute Just $945,000,- 
000—Prifits of Six Firms Total 
Some $23.000,000.
Chicago, Deo. 29—The United States 

public pays the six packing concerns 
of this city the colossal sum of $945,- 
000,000 a year for meat. The net pro- 

"fits of these concerns, which are be 
,ing prosecuted by the Government as 
a monopoly, in restraint of trade, 
amounts to $25,000,000 a year. Such 
is the light thrown on the present 
high cost of living, as seen in the en­
ormous profits made this year "by the 
big beef barons.

k or years the profits of the packers 

were known only to themselves and 
the public had no way of ascertaining 
whether the profits were -unduly large. 
Since the packers, to raise money to 
extend their business, aegan to offer 
bonds and other securities fori sale to 
the public, they have been compelled 
by rules of stock exchanges, in which 
the securities are listed, to make an 
annual statement of assets and li­
abilities. Swift & Co. have made 
statements for several years, but the 
Armour and Morris Companies only 
began last year to give the public a 

] bookkeeping view of the packing busi­
ness. .

Better Than Any Hold Mine.
The Armours have a surplus capi­

tal investment of $74,000,000 which 
represents their gigantic profits of 
past years. Morris & Co. show a pro­
fit around 50 per cent, annually, last 
year 69 per cent, being earned on the 
stock. Boasting of their vast busi­
ness recently, President Suizberger 
said the packing business was one of 
un isual stabiilty, the profits being 
rarely subject to wide (".actuations. In 
declaring the annual business of his 
house to be $100,000,000 annually, he 
said it was exceeded only by the gross 
earning of two railroads, the Pennsyl­
vania and Southern Pacific.

City Council JMeeting
Last Evening.

At the regular weekly meeting of 
the City Council held yesterday even­
ing a full Board was present.

The Engineer reported a leak in the 
water pipe in Eelvidere Valley. He 
had it repaired duiipg—the day. He 
suggested that the reservoir at Cooks- 
tov.n Road be stripped for examina­
tion. Ordered accordingly.

The Health Officer wrote drawing 
the Council’s attention to the condi­
tion of a building on the west side of 
Pope Street, where fever had broken 
out: He said the house was unfit to1 
live in and thought that it would he 
wise to have it destroyed. The advice 
of the Solicitor will be asked; mean­
time the Secretary will attend to the 
business.

A. long discussion followed on the 
need of having, tenement houses for 
the poor fit to live in. Mayor Ellis 
expressed the opinion that building 
societies should take the question up 
and ask the co-operation of the Gov­
ernment, so that a guarantee of in­

terest-on the investment could be se 
cured. The Premier/till be spoke! 
to about the subject when he comer- 
back.

The report of the Sanitary Super­
visor dealt at considerable length or 
matters connected with his depart 
ment.

A discussioir on {fie I’ghting of tbf 
city followed. Before the meeting 
closed Councillor Multaly gave ' tin 
following notice of motion;

“1 hereby give notice that at the 
next regular meeting of the Council I 
will introduce a discussion in refer 
ence to the increased/ scale of fees re 
cently adopted and published by the 
Medical Profession, with a view o 
adopting some measures to protect 
the citizens from what is universally 
considered to be an exorbitant fee 
and at the same time to ensure medi 
cal attendance to citizens when it 
pleases the Almighty to afflict them.

After the passing of pay rolls, etc 
the meeting adjourned.

Improving the
Quality of Seed,

Riecent bluebook reports show the 
result of a test made last year by the 
Seed Commissioners's Branch of the 
Department of Agriculture of see l 
corn,, field root, and garden seeds sold 
in Canada. As everyone knows, most 
garden seeds are sold in sealed enve­
lopes, and hitherto there has been 
no guarantee to the purchaser of the 
percentage of these seeds that woul 1 
germinate. The Inspectors who en­
force the Seed Control Act bought 
2,527 samples of seed exposed for sal- 
by^-retailers and wholesalers all over 
Canadà-, and these were sent to the 
Seed Laboratory for testing with the 
results already mentioned. The Seed 
Control Act sets up a standard that 
certain classeur of seed offered for 
sale must be! capable of germinating 
in the proportion of at least two- 
thirds of the standard, the pack­
age must be marked according to the 
percentage of germination, so that 
the buyer may know for what he is 
paying. The value of this act to the 
agriculturist is obvious. The act 
further more provides that seedsmen 
and dealers may be prosecuted for not 
complying with its requirements. A 
further test was made last May in 
which 752 samples of garden seeds 
were examined, and the examination 
shows that about 11 per cent, were 
below the standard. This is an im­
provement of 7 tier cent, over las; 
year’s test, and shows that the Seed' 
Control Act has commenced its bene 
fiant work.

1200 Confess
Sale of Votes.

Twenty-Five Buyers are Sentenced, 
With Their Fines, to Five Years’ 
Disfranchisement
West Union, Ohio, Jan. 1.—For the 

first time since the civil war, there is 
a county in the United States that has 
no active politicians. This county is 
Adams, along the southern oorder of 
Ohio, and just across the river from 
Kentucky. The1 political workers 
hake pleaded guilty of vote buying 
and have been fined and disfranchised 
for the next five years. There are 
about twenty-five of these men, equal­
ly divided among the two parties.

The number of men indicted by the 
grand jury for selling their votes 
passed the 1,200 mark, and to-morrow 
morning, according to Mr. Shoemaker, 
It will pass the 1,300 point.

Judge Blair said that the investiga­
tion would go on and that It may be 
two or three months before it is end­
ed. In each, case the judge fined the 
prisoners $25, suspending $20 of the 
fine and imposed six months’ work­
house, sentences, which also were sus­
pended. The third section of the 
penalty of the court was the five 
years’ disfranchisement. Judge Blair 
to-day advertised for the names of 
other election wrongdoers.

New Year’s Celebration
Results in the Death of Five Child­

ren—Lamp Was Upset nnd Children 
Burned in Their Beds.
Pottsville, Pa., Jan. 2.—The five 

children of John Markasavage lost 
their lives at Minersvilte, near here, 
early to-day, in a fire which destroy­
ed three houses in the foreign quar­
ter of the town. The children ranged 
in age from 2 months to S years.

The origin of the fire is credited to 
a New Year's celebration of board­
ers in one of the houses, an upset oil 
lamp, it is said.j starting the blaze. 
When the fire was discovered Marka­
savage and his wife ran ’ into the 
street, and be'ng unable to speak 
English, gave rescuers the impression 
that there were no children in the 
house and they made no effort to en­
ter the place.

The father, however, unmindful of 
the flames, dashed back into his 
home, but failed to reach the little 
ones. He was seriously burned 
When the flames were extinguished 
the dead children were found in the'i 
beds.
