WERE ATTACKED BY MOB.

Dear 8ir,—“Man’s inhumanity to

when one of the most disgraceful
scenes witnessed in the East End for

three policemen who were arresting
an inebriate. With your permission,
Mr. Editor, I shall refer briefly to
what actually happened. About eight
o'cloc,k the proprietor of a hop beer
shop called on two policemen to eject
an unfortunate young man who be-
came hysterical from drinking the
beer. He resisted being placed un-
der arrest and was handcuffed behind,
no attempt being made to handcuif
him in front. The prisoner wds being
raarched off to the lockup and had

resented going further and lay down.
Lying on the ground helpless, as he{
had both hands pinned tightly be-
neath him, the unfortunate prisoner,
who was possessed of big phy-
sique and a tower of strength, was
badly served by his escorts. Hun-
dreds -of citizens gathered around.
Some wanted to mob the two worthies
and were kept back by friends. A cab
and another policeman then reached
the scene, which, to say the least of
it, became riotous. The four consta-
bles were unable to get the handcuffed
inebriate into the cab and matters
were getting jocose when suddenly
there was an outburst of anger
amongst the dense throng.” The po-
lice were attempting to choke the
prisoner as they pressed their fingers
firmly on his throat and in this way
got him into the cab. Even then the
“frightfulness” didn’t cease, for .as
the helpless prisoner continued to re-
sist he received several blows, one of
which, I can substantiate, was not the
work of human flesh. The mob be-
came obstreperous, shouted “cowards,
Germans,” etc., and unwisely started
to attack the police. The cab with its
occupants was nearly capsized, when
the policeman, who kicked the prison-
er, did similarly to one of the crowd.
This system of “frightfulness” so
characteristic of the Huns, should not
be tolerated in. this, Britain’s oldest
Colony, Incidentally I may mention
that the three policemen in question
enlisted in the police force since the
outbreak of the war, whilst the man
they arrested offered his services to
fight the Germans but was rejected,
and he has a brother who is a Galli-
poli veteran and is still at the front
in France.
