WILSON AND RUSSIA.

WASHINGTON, June 6.

President Wilson in a communica-
tion to the nmew government of Rus-
sia has made plain the war aims of
the United States and its position on
no annexation and no indemnities.
No territory must change hands, ex-
cept for the . purpose of securing
ihose who inhabit it a fair chance of
life and liberty, says the communica-
tion. No indemnities must be insist-
ed on except those that constitute
payment for manifest wrong done.
No readjustments of pcwer must be
made except such as will tend to se-
cure the future peace of the world
and the future welfare and happiness
of its people. In anmistakable terms
President Wilson declared against
Germany’s purpose to restore the
status quo before the war. It was
the status quo ante out of which this
iniquitous war issued forth, he says,
the power of the Imperial German
Government within the Empire and
its widespread dominion and influ-

ence outside of that Empire. That
status must be altered in such a'

'fashicn as to prevent any such hide-

ous thing from ever happening again.
It is expected for that purpose that
wrongs must first be righted, then
adequate safeguards must be created
to prevent them being committed
again. Remedies must be found as
\ve]] as statements cf principle which
may have a pleasing sonorous sound,
but practical questions can be set-
tled only by practical means. Phras-
es will not accomplish the result that
effective readjustments will. What-
ever readjustments are necessary
they must be made, but they must
follow a principle, and that principle
is plain. No:people must be forced
under a sovereignty under which it
does not wish to live, no territory
must change hands except for the
puppose of securing those who inhab-
it it a fair chance of life and-liberty,
no indemnities must be insisted” upon
except those which. ¢onstitute pay-
ment for manife§t” wrong done. No
readjustment of power must be made
except such as will tend to secure
the future peace of the world and the
future welfare and happiness ‘of its
peoples; and then the free peoples of
the world must draw ‘together _ in
some common. covenant, some- genu-
ine practical co-operation, that will
effect to combine their for¢e and se-
cure peace and justice in the dealings
of the nations with one¢ another. The
brotherhood of mankind must no
longer be. a fair but émpty phrase, it
must be given structure, force and
reality. 'The nations: must realize
their common life and effect a work-
able partnership to secure that lit’e‘
against aggression of autocratic and
self-leasing powers. For these things
we can afford to pour out blood and
treasure, for these are things we
have always professed to desire. Un-
less we pour out blood and treasure
now and succeed we may never be
able to uttite or show a conquering
force again in the great cause of hu-
man liberty. The day has come- to
conquer or submit. If the;forces of
autocracy can divide us, they will}
overcome us; if we stand 'together
victory is certain and the hberty
which victory will secure. We can
afford then to be generous, but we
can’t afford then or now to be weak-
er or omit a single guarantee of jus-i
tice and security. The President'sj
communication was delivered to the'
Russian Government by Ambassador;
Francis at Petrograd.

THE WEEK’S LOSSES.
LONDON, June 6.

The weekly report of the British
Admiralty concerning British ship-
ping losses by mines or submarines,
says fifteen vessels of 1,600 tons or
over, three vessels under 1,800 tons,
and five fishing vessels were sunk last
‘week.

Brit-
ish merchant ships sunk by mine or
submarine of over 1,600 tons, includ-
ing one previously sunk, 15; under
1,600 tons, 3; British fishing ships,
5; British merchant ships unsuccess-
fully attacked, “including, four previ-
ously, 17. The above report compared
with that of the previous week shows
a decrease of three véssels over 1,600
tons sunk, and an increase of two in
the category of less than 1,600 tons.

Will Stand Trial Before Supreme
Court—Sentenced on- One Ceunt.

Norman Outerbridge; (3) breaking in-
to the residence of Miss Mary Fra-
ser and (4) burgarlizing the shop of
Mr. Patrick Buckley and stealing
money therefrom. For this latter of-
fence Alexander Morgan, the older
brother, was solely responsible for.
He used a flash light and a knife to
aid him in his operations and when

Mr. Buckley, an aged man, appeared
on the scene, he was slashed with a
knife across the hand. For this as-
sault and burglary the accused was
sentenced to three months imprison-
ment with hard labour.

During the enquiy quite a number
of witnesses were ezamined, among
them the two citizens who were seri-
ously assaulted and Police Officers
Byrne and O’Flaherty, who ecaptured
the desperadoes after a stiff chase.
