“He Gave His Life.”

It has frequently been the pleasant
duty of the Guild to draw attention
to cases in which members have dis-
played great gallantry. On a recent

Alfred Ingebretsen, and manned by
four seamen of the “Terrier.” ' The
sea was very rough, with a strong
north westerly gale blowing, and af-
