Love, by which is meant here the love 

of the sexes, has exerted a tremendous 
influence on the history of the world. 
In its way the human race is just as 
much subject to the influence of love 
as it is to that of the sun, the moon, 
the stars, the elemental powers of na­
ture, or to those of cataclysm, earth­
quake, and eclipse.

But now it turns out 
that the jester spoke more seriously 
than, he knew. The microbe of love has 
not, . it is true, been identified and 
demonstrated, thrown on the screen at 
picture palaces or illustrated in the 
picture papers, for the very good rea­
son that it does not exist But, none 
the less, what we have so long cherish­
ed as the divine passion of love turns 
out to be something that must for the 
future rob romance of much of tte 
glamor and the poetry of the world of 
much of its charm.

For who among us, a few years ago, 
would have dreamed that Dan Cupid, 
the little God of Love, would one day be 
degraded to the ranks of a mere 
chemical equation? It was never sus-

the strees of powerful emotions, such 
as fear, anger, hatred, jealousy, etc., 
which also act detrimentally on the nu­
trition of the bobdy.
