The Union Sunday School convention of
East Elgin and the Towoship of Malahide
Associations held at Springficld on June

activity and reflect in vhe believer Christ’s
spirit of doing and becoming. The object
lesson given by Miss O. Norton was an
interesting feature and was listened to with
pleasure and profit.
