Before dawn a dozen of the relatives
and friends of the president arrived at
the Milburn house. They assembled
in the drawing-reom, where they
waited for tidings from the sick man
above them. The physicians assured
them that the president had a fighting
chance for his life, and to the hope
that in the end victory would be his
they clung all day. Hundreds of vis-
feors came during the morning, and if
the police had not kept the sireets
clear and barred the entrance to Dela-
ware avenue there would have been
thousands. Senator Hanna, close per-
sonal and political friends hurried up
from Cleveland by special train. Other
friends arrived by regular trains, and
all through the day they came in in-
creasing numbers. Their regret and
gympathy were profound.

The day developed but small encour-
agement for them, however. During
the forenoon the president made a
glight gain of strength, and held it
well into the afternoon. His physici-
ans announced that they had again
given him nourishment, and it was
thought that possiby there was a
chance for a further gain of strength.
It was known, however, that he was in
a very serious state, and every Iinter-
est centered in the room in Milburn
house, where the struggle was in pro-
gress.

Suddenly at 5 p.m. there was a re-
petition of the heart attack, and those
in the presence of the stricken man
knew that the end was at hand.
