A South London Grievance.
To the Editor of The Advertiser:

A suggestion is offered. The need 
of something being done to the break- 
water at Front street seems to have 
lost its bearings again, at least, noth­
ing is ever heard if it. Midsummer is 
past, and no sign of repair or renewal 
is in sight, and from what side-winds 
do blow they whisper of events or pos­
sibilities so faint and weak that hope 
gives place to patience in waiting; re- 
ward may or may not come. The in­
cinerator, after a prolonged wait, is 
sending forth her fumes, carried high 
by the tall stack, but which occasion­
ally swoop down with a smell of 
burned rags, hair, grease, etc. The 
immediate neighborhood south of the 
river is like the hungry boy at the 
cook-shop window, privileged to 
“smell,” but not to “partake,’’ but south 
side residents are worse than that; 
they are taxed to pay for the inciner­
ator in the initial outlay, and in some 
cases even a garbage collecting rate 
is charged and no garbage collected. 
The suggestion offered is in reference 
to thé breakwater matter. It must be 
repaired, if not rebuilt, before the 
winter; that is evident. When shall it 
be begun? If it is not possible to build 
and do something permanent, how 
would it be to make a public dump of 
the piece of land known as the 
“island," for a couple of years? All 
kinds of refuse refused by the incin­
erator could be dumped upon that 

.piece if land, which in winter is sub­
merged and not fit for use. This island 
is situated east of Watson street, off 
Wellington road. There are some 
claims to it by certain surrounding 
property-holders.

There was no other Church of 
England at that time. Ecclesia says 
that King John, from whom the bar­
ons wrested the Magna Charta, was 
actively supported by the Pope, a 
statement entirely incorrect, which 
can easily be seen by the following 
quotation: “The see of Canterbury hav­
ing fallen vacant, the monks nominat­
ed John de Gray, bishop of Norwich;

The reaction showed itself in our day 
in laws curbing activities in all direc­
tions, a sort of seeking after revenge 
for past wrongs—and the plague of 
laws fell on the righteous and un­
righteous alike.

It is time we came to some national 
understanding as to our treatment of 
the common carriers, and we should 
regulate and not harass.

The contention here is that if it is 
true that some railroads offend by mis­
handling freight and passengers, or 
disturb the transportation peace by 
rebating, these guilty roads should be 
disciplined—“but as long as the run­
ning of a railroad is a legitimate ac­
tivity, as long as its activities are not 
catalogued as similar to the social evil, 
burglary, picking of pockets, rape or 
treason, let us not treat the railroads 
as belonging in the category of such 
criminal practices."

Henry VIII, was a firm supporter of 
the Church of Rome. He wrote a book 
in Latin defending the seven sacra­
ments of the Church of Rome, and sent 
a copy of it to the Pope. Leo, glad 
to receive aid so illustrious, conferred 
on him the title, “Defender of the 
Faith.” When Henry VIII. got tired of 
his queen, Catherine, and had taken a 
violent fancy for one of her maids of 
honor, Anne Boleyn, he determined to 
secure a divorce. Because the Pope 
refused to grant the immoral Henry 
VIII, a divorce, he resolved to deny his 
supremacy and to make himself head 
of the English Church. The English 
Parliament of 1531 owned Henry as 
head of the church. The Parliament 
of 1532 forbade the payment of first 
fruits, by which the Pope received the 
first year’s income from vacant 
bishoprics. The Parliament of 1533 
forbade appeals to Rome, and in the 
same year Anne Boleyn was declared 
queen, and poor Catherine, divorced 
and broken-hearted, died three years 
afterwards. The dispute, "Who was 
to be head of the church in England, 
the King or the Pope.” was settled by 
the Parliament of 1534 conferring the 
title with all its privileges on Henry.
