physicians is doing good work in these
days. It is revealing to them the causes
of many diseases, and thus shows them
‘how they - may be cured. A German
physician and scientist ‘named Koch has
discovered that consumption is caused by
a microbe. The crgature is t00 swall to
be seen by the naked eye; but the
microscope brings it to view with such
distinctness that its peculiarities can be
noted. Dr. Koch has, after years of
careful observation and experiment, been
convinced that .consumption gannot be
cured by inoculation as hydrophobia is
cured and simallpox prevented, but he
believes he has found a sabstance which
will kill the microbe, It is asserted that
‘this germicide has already effscted mauy
cures. - Persons in the last amg‘es of
consumption are mnot benefitted by Dr.
K. ch's remedy, but, if the disease hus
not gone too far, the cure is said to te
certain. It iq not taken; into tle
stomach like ordinary medicine but in-
serted under the skin.

Very little is known about this remedy
«although so much is said.” Its ingredients
are, so far, a profound secret. But Dr.
Koch does not intend to make it a patent
medicine ; he has determined" to give the
world the benefit -of it without money
and without price..
