‘A meeting of the creditur§ of Green,
Worlock & Company was held yester
day .afternoon to receive the reports of
the trustees. After these were - read
there was a short discussion and an ad-
journment was taken till the 29th inst.
to allow of the reports being printed so
that the creditors will be in a better
position to discuss them,

Mr. Robert Beaven, one of the trustees,
read a long statement, showing the con-
dition of the estate, imcluding the re-
ceipts and payments from March 2. 1894,
to June 30, 1901: assets and liabilities,
without any valuation of the assets; the
condition of each piece of property. and
iwhat each has earned and cost since the
mssignment: the payments to. the trus-
tees and amount due them and, in fact,
m full detailed statement of the condi-
tion of the concern. Mr. Beaven sug-
gested that the expemse of managing
the estate was in excess of what it ought
to be. and he thought that this might be
considered, He made the statement, he
waid, with the concurrence of his co-trus-
tee, Mr. Yates,

At the couclusion of the report a mo-
tion was passed authorizing the trustees
to renew the $40,000 loan on the Gov-
ernment and Broad street property.

‘When the trustees first took charge of
the estate all the property was encumber-
ed. Now all there is owing outside of
the claime of the depositors is $48,000,
Pf which $40,000 is on the Government
and Broad ‘street property, and $6,000 is
due the trustees. All the other property
is clear and the Government-Broad
street, Shoal Bay, Governor’s residence
and Nicola properties are paying. Land
is also owned in Rupert, Lake, Esqui-
malt and Lillooet districts, containing
thousands of acres. The Nicola pro-
perty consisting of coal lands was under
bond to Messrs. Law, Gooderham and
Blackstock for $75,000, but the last
payment has not been made and it is
thought the propos'tion has been d

‘While the trustees do not place any val-
* wmation on the assets of the estate, it is
thought by many who have examined
into them that under favorable condition
the property will now bring almost
enongh to pay the depositors in full
There is owing to depositors about $300,-
000. Some gentlemen suggested that ail
the property should be put up at auction.
.. Since the assignment $260,000 has been
received by the trustees mnd with the
exception of the one dividend to the de-
positors it has been paid out to secured
creditors, for taxes, insurance, trustees’
fees and other purposes. There is also
$3,500 of the amount on hand.

SOCIALISM

IN CANADA

Declaration of Principles Adopt
ed By Victoria Branch of
the Association.

There are at present twenty branches
of the Canadian Socialist League. and
socialist clubs organized, in as many dif-
ferent cities, stretching from Halifax on
the Atlantic, to Victoria on the Pacific.
By request the Central branch Toronto
framed a declaration of principles which

-are as follows:
the board was absent from the city, and |

1. The Canadian Socialist League has
be::n organized with a view of bettering
the condition of the people by substitut-

ing laws and institutions based on jus-
fice, equality, and brotherhood, for a
gystem founded om class distinctions,
under which the possession or control of
the means of production, including land,
capital, and machinery, enables the capi-
talist to practically enslave the worker.

'We hold that no government. or
society can, or ought to, endure unless
the welfare of the whole people is the
supreme concern; and that the teachings
of all history and experience show that
all communities in which the interests
,and privileges..of a.few haye been held
‘superior to the rights of the masses con-
tain within themsglyes the elements of
decay and dissolution.

3. The ever-increasing social unrest
and economic disturbance noticeable pre-
valance of crime, ‘vice, pauperism, in
every civilized country, and the political
corruption side by side with a degree
of luxury and ostentation hitherto un-
paralleled, are the legitimate and inevit-
able fruits of an unjust social system
which, if maintained, will destroy mod-
ern civilization. ‘Only by giving effect to
the principle: of the unity of humanity,
and the rights ofseach in the common
social heritage, camwsthe peril be averted,

4. 'The capitalists largely control the
newspapers, colleges,  churches, and
political parties, amd wuse them to ad-
vance their own interests; which, under
the competitive system, are necessarily

posed to those of the people. Through
ggese- agencier militarism js encouraged,

and ‘the people of ‘one conntry are in- |the

duced to shoot down their brothers of
another country with whom they have’
no quarrel.  'We' desire to educate the
people to become conscious of their in-
terests, and to refuse to fight the battles
of capitalists, and. also to vote to ir
troduce a co-operdative system ‘which will
abolish war, introduce international arbi-
tration, and secure the rights of the
masses of the people against an exploit-
ing class. ‘ ]

5. Our political’ liberty ¥ of Ilittle
value unless to seeure economic liberty.
We endorse independent political action
and the referendum as the most effective
means to that end; and we recommend
all members of the Canadian Socialist
League to join the.union of their trade
or profession where one exists.

6. In our industrial development, &
great revolution has taken place.
