HITAGHI AR FOR
 THE JPAMESE LI

Newest and hrglgttf Nippon
Yusen Kaisha-Steam: »

The new Hitachi ; finest vessel
of the Nippon Yusen Kaisha fleet, will
be placed on the Victoria-run in Janu-
ary. This news was received by the
new Nippon Yusen  steamer Ceylon
Maru, Capt. Pyne, which arrived yes-
terday morning from’ the 'Orient with
one passenger, K. Ohno, bound to Port-
land, and a general.cargo of. 4, : tous,
of which 246 tons -was landed here. In-
cluded was a large shipment of Japanese
oranges, 300 tons in .all. i
: « "Phe -Hitachi: Maru,, which is now-be-
ing completed at the Kawasaki ship-
wards at Nagasaki, is a steamer of
nearly a thousand tons greater capa-
city than the Tango’Maru, at present
the largest of the compéany’s steamers.
She was built to replace the former Hi-
tachi Marn, “which ‘was sunk with such
slaughter “in' June, 1904, by the Rus-
sian Vladivostok squadron raiding the
Sea of Japan:~ The Hitz:ichi )gm was
carrying troops, guns and railway ma-
terial for the siege of Port Arthur whem
she was encountered by the cruiser Ros-
sia, ‘Gromoboi and Rurik.. Capt. Camp-
bell, a Scotsman in charge, and the
Japanese officérs; refused to surrender,
and the decks were raked with shrapne‘
before the vessel was finally torpedoed
and sunk. Few escaped from the
steamer. The new Hitachi Maru is a
steamer of about 8,000 tons net, fitted
with” every modern convenience for first
class passenger travel. . i

sr.e,mﬁ tq‘Victor?:‘: was. built ih 1&:_&
just prior to the war, and was used &s
a transport. At the close of thé war
the steamer was placed oif the Yoko-
hama-Bombay rup, and was“withdrawn
l.to run to.-Victoria aud Seaftle pending
the .completion of the Hitachi Maru in
January. The steamer was built at the
Kawasaki shipyards and is a thorough-
Iy modern cargo carrier. g ;
