Washington, July 4—The wheels of 
the Government practically were at a 
standstill to-day while the National 
capital joined in with other cities and 
hamlets of the nation in celebration of 
Independence Day. There were no ses- 
sions of Congress, the White House 
virtually was, deserted, the executive 
departments were closed and President 
Wilson and other officials of the Gov- 
ernment laid aside official duties to 
participate in patriotic celebrations 
here or elsewhere.

The itinerary of the various officials 
took President Wilson to Philadelphia 
for a day.

New York, July 4—A sunrise meet- 
ing in Central Park at which patriotic) 
addresses were delivered marked the 
opening of the official celebration of 
Independence Day in New York city. 
Except for the display of flags from 
almost every building and house there 
was nothing to distinguish the day 
from any other holiday. An occasion- 
al pop of a fire cracker or blank cart- 
ridge recalled other Fourth’s before 
the ban was placed on powder produc- 
ing noise makers.

With safety and sanity as the chief 
aim of the official celebration commit- 
tee. Fire Commissioner Adamson ear- 
ly day enlisted the aid of the police to 
make it a fireless holiday as well. Not 
a single fire works permit has been is- 
sued by the fire department.

To-night the city will be in a blaze 
of light from thousands of electric 
bulbs placed on the towering domes 
of Manhattan office buildings and in 
public parks.

Eight airmen entered for a mixed 
aeroplane and ying boat race over an 
all water course above the Hudson 
River and New York Bay was the 
most sensational feature of the day’s 
offerings. The race is said to be the 
first in this country in which engines 
have been powered above an horse 
power and with flying boats competing 
with the lighter and, presumably 
swifter land going machines.

ited, a body corporate, made or pub 
lished or concurred in making or. pub- 
lishing a statement showing that the 
said company had $20,000 on deposit 
in the bank; that the foxes were pure 
bred Prince Edward Island foxes and 
that the company would pay or guar- 
antee a dividend of 25 per cent, for 
the present year, which statements 
were false, as the said J. R. Bigger 
well knew, with the intent to induce 
persons to become shareholders in the 
said company, contrary to the form of 
the criminal code, section No. 414.”

Bigger was remanded. Mr. R. H. 
Graham, K. C., appeared for the com- 
plaintant and it is understood that a 
second purchaser of stock has had fa- 
sued a warrant along the same lines 
as Mr. Kizer.

Section 414 of the criminal code, 
under which the action has been taken, 
is very clear with regard to prospect- 
uses and statements made or publish- 
ed by directors when disposing of 
stock and a very heavy penalty is at-
