demogratic party must and will back down
on the free trade question. We quote:
«That they have decided upon a retreat
is sufficiently evident. The reception given
by the democraiic journals to Mr. Watter-
son's speech is proof of this. He receives
. rebukes and _rebuffs from all sides, and no
encouragement from any. Even the South-
ern journals, which were formerly zealous
for free trade, are- openly advocating pro-
tection now that they have young and
ling industries of their own which
thg wigh to ‘have fostered, In congress,
too efforts to commit the democratic
statesmen to a free trade policy are scarcely
more successful. We were told a few
weeks ago that the tariff commission bill
would not be allowed to come before the
house unless the democrats were permitted
to amend it as they chose ; that it could
only be taken up out of its regular order by
a two-thirds vote, and that this could only
be obtained by an arrangement with the
democratic free traders. But when the
motion to take it up out of its order was
made there could be musterad only fifty-six
democrats to vote in the negative, while
thirty-six voted in the affirmative ; and
the vote was taken with the understand-
ing that the right to amend the bill should
be decided by the speaker and the house
when it came up for consideration. Instead
of being a free trade success, this was dis-
tinetly a free trade defeat. It is said that
some of the democrats who voted in favor of
consideration will vote against the bill ;
bat it is_also said that many of theleaders
of the party are uneasy because so many of
their members were put on record in favor
of free trade. The chances are that when
the final vote comes, the number of demo-
cratic dodgers will be greater than the num-
ber of those who are willing to go on the
record as being in favor of continuing the
tariff-for-revenue-only policy. The signi-
fieance of this democratic dodging becomes
apparent when we remember that the tariff
commission bill does not present a clearly
defined issue between protection and free
trade, The exgerience in the last campaign
has taught the democratic leaders to
afraid of the issue in any form, and nothing
is clearer than that they will ignore 1t

THE CBINBSE QUESTION IN THE UNITED
STATES.

A bill prohibiting the immigration of
Chinese into the United States for twenty
years to come has passed both houses of
congress, and now the president’s action is
anxiously looked for. A Washington des-
patch says that the president may feel it
difficult to assent to ti: 2 and a¢ the
same time to keep up ar, iplomatic rela-
tions with China at ali. lic may return
the bill with a suggestion that the period of
probibition be reduced to ten years, oreven
to five, so it is said. A 'day or two will
probably suffice to put certainty in place of
rumor as to President Arthur’s course on
this question.

By the advocates of free Chinese immi-
gration a very misleading issue is frequent-
ly raised. It is said the,Chinese allow Euro-
peans and Americans to come;into their
ports, or some of them, why then should
the door be shut against the Chinese.
There is all the difference in the world be-
tween the two cases. No white men go to
China to stay except government officials
and wealthy merchants and their employe:s
and with what result? They do not put a
single Chinaman out of employment; so far
trom that they, through their style of liv-
ing, create employment for many Chinamen
and spend money in profusion where they
reside. Chinamen coming to America or
Australia, on the contrary create no em-

. ployment by their expenditure, which is
limited to the burest requirements of half-
human and halt-animal life, but take
employment  from own kindred,
and reduce the wages of labor. When it
can be proved that wages ab wenty cents a
day, with a mixed diet of rats and rice,
are a blessing to mankind, then we may
“goin” for the encouragement of Chinese

immigration.

The Chinese govemment might, however,
do one thing, whizh would bother the
statesmanship of Washington. It might
prohibit the entrance of American shipping
into Chinese ports, or short of this it might
impose such disabilities as would throw
the whole tea trade into Eaglish hands.
