Ottawa, May 2—This being private 
members’ day has been somewhat quiet 
and a fair amount of business has been put 
through. The House adjourned at 10.25, 
a feat which has not been accomplished for 
a mouth past. The afternoon was devoted 
to the discussion of Mr. D’Alton McCarthy’s 
motion in favor of the appointment of a 
commercial agent at Washington who 
should be an attache of the British 
bassy. There was not much difference 
of opinion as to the benefits 
which might be derived from 
having commercial agents in the United 
States, but ss Mr. Foster pointed ont, Mr. 
McCarthy seemed to want more of a politi­
cal than a commercial agent, and a political 
agent acting as an attache to the British 
Ambassador would be no improvement on 
the British Ambassador himself, who has 
now instructions from the Imperial Govern, 
ment to pay special attention to Canadian 
matters and who, as a matter of fact, does 
keep the Canadian Government informed 
of any matters of interest to the Dominion.

Sir John Thompson Admitted that the 
question was an important one, and moved 
the adjournment of the debate in order that 
the House may have time to think over the 
matter.

This motion was accepted by Mr. Mc­
Carthy, and the question goes over with the 
probability that it will come up again the 
week after next.

Mr. Maclean said that he stood before 

them as the Conservative candidate, having 
received the unanimous nomination at the 
convention held a short time before. If he

Leading statesmen are not yet prepared to 

admit this, but they will soon have to follow 
the popular will. Even The Times, which 
has never till now wavered as regards free 
trade, finds itself compelled to admit that 
the Canadian offer is worthy of “careful 
consideration,” and that it may “possibly 
create a new situation altogether.” It is 
obvious that the old theories have been 
shaken to their foundations.

We cannot discriminate in favor of the 
colonies except by imposing special doues on 
imports from the United States and other 
countries. That would necessarily lead to

that already. Tbe English trade grows with 
her colonies, not with tbe United States or 
other nations.

But even should the people of Canada de­
sire free trade the Government had no power 
to put it Into operation. Any statements 
that have been made by responsible men in 
the United States bad shown that the people 
of Canada must sever tbe tie which bound 
her to England and must agree to govern 
her fiscal policy according to the policy at 
Washington before free trade would be 
granted. Surely the people of Canada were 
not prepared to do this. The Conservatives 
were willing to establish a liberal 
trade policy with the world, But 
were not anxious to seek special 
favors from the States. That country was 
not even the second best market for the 
Canadian farmer. The best was tbe home 
market; the next was that of the Mother 
Country. Mr. Campbell therefore concluded 
that free trade ought not to be considered, 
because It was not desirable and because it 
was not attainable.
