PROPOSED DISTRESS
NEARLY $4,000,000,

Lord Salisbury Promises to Support It
Should It Come Up in Parliament, But
Will Not Propose Such Legislation—
Verdict Against the British Govern-
ment in the Baird Case.

Loxpox, Aug. 5.—In view of the present
critical political situation Lord Salisbury
has declined to legislate in favor of =
distress loan of £750,000 for Newfound-
land, but he promises to support the
meastire if it is introduced in Parliament.

The celebrated case of Baird v Walker
has been settled at last by a victory for’
Newfoundland, It arose out of the closing
in 1890 of lobster factories on the Kremch
shore, owned by James Baird, by BSir
Baldwin < Walker, captain of H.M.S.
Emerald, acting by instructions under the
modus .vivendi arrangement. Baird con-
tended that the factories were in operation
betore the modus vivendi ‘was concluded,
and took an action ‘against the captain in
the Newfoundland Supreme Court, dlaim-
ing $2500 damages. he court unavimous-
ly upheld his claim, and _the British Gov-
ernment, which upheld Walker, appealed
to the Imperial Privy Council. It deliver-
ed ju ¢ in London to-day affirming the
former decision, and Baird now makes the
British Government disgorge the sum claini-
ed, besides costs, which are enormous.

Steamer Australia on Fire,
