PASSES ITS THIRD READING IN
THE COMBMONS,

fend, While Chamberlain and Balfour

. Mockery of Legislation—Phssed
/"ou of 301 to R67.

Loxpox, Sept. 1.—The House of Com-
mons agreed this afternoon to suspend the.
12 o’clock rule to-night in order that the
third reading of the Home Rule bill might
be concluded before adjournment.

Justin McCarthy, leader of the anti-
Parnellites, was the first speaker. He said
that although the bill did not have the
pedantic character of finality which its op-
ponents contended any Home Rule measure
must have, it contained finality in principle.
When Ireland should get her National
parliament it would include finality in the
truesense of the term. Irishmen so accepted
the measure as a final adjustment of their
leading grievance against Great Britain.

; Parnell Recalled,

Joseph Chamberlain, leader of the Lib-
eral-Unionists, while disclaiming all inten-
tion of questioning Mr. McCarthy’s sincer-
ity, said that he conld not forget how an-
other leader of the Irish after accepting a
bill as a complete settlement of the de-
mands of Ireland recanted and declaced it
was accepted only as a temporary instal-
ment.

Means Final Separation,

““If this bill ever be passed,” continued
Mr. Chamberlain, “you will have the
Irish coming to Parliament demanding
more and more and putting pressure on
ministry after ministry until at last some
minister will be found weak enough and
base enough to buy the Irish vote by grant-
ing final separation: [Hear, hear.] The
mischief that the Government has done by
introduding this policy is irreparable. It
has made enormously more difficult the

overnment of Ireland; it has postponed in-

efinitely the hope of the completion of a
better settlement.”

The People Will Give the Bill a Death
Blow.

““The bill is now about to go to another

place, we probably shall never see it again.

[Cheers.] But whether we see it or not I

am convinced that the British people  will
give the policy embodied in it a death blow
at the first opportunity offered them. This
bill will vanish, but the weakness of the
Liberal party, its lack of independence and
its treatment of vital interests of the coun-
try as mere ncidents of the Newecastle pro-
gram will not be forgotten nor forgiven by
the British democracy.

Prolonged Unionist cheers followed this
peroration.

Thre«:lfourtlu of the Bill Not Discussed

Mr. Balfour, Conservgtive leader, said
that thc House had not discussed three-
fourths of the Home Rule bill, either in
comn:ittee or in the report stage. The
length of the debate on the Reform Act of
1832 had been quoted to show that the dis-
cussion of the present bill had been exceed-
ingly long, - But the reform bill. involved
only two principles—the substitution of
genuine constituencies for rotten ones and
the settlement of the franchise, whereon
the electorate should vote.

: A Reversal of the Qonstitution,

The present bill was an absolute reversal
of the constitution. It involved a
change of every fundamental principle of
the constitution. What was the prospect of
gain to Ireland? The Irish members of
Parliament had indulged in much destruc-
tive criticism of the landlords and the Irish
Government, but had never yet produced a
practical proposal likely to be of permanent
value, and to relieve the troubles of the
country they aspired to rule. /The present
bill was a mockery of legislation. Every-
one voting for it knew something of its
worthlessness and that to pass it was like
trying to put life into a dead carcase.

Morley Defends the Bill, -

John Morley, Chief Secretary for Ireland
held that the opposition to the bill under
discussion had been conducted in bad faith.
If obstruction was patriotism, he said, clo-
sure was patriotism. In regard to argu-
ment that there was no finality about the
bill, he had never claimed a finality for
any solution of any deep-rooted political
question. There was nofsuch thing.

In concluding Mr. Morley said that after
seven and a halt years’ controversy this
popular assembly, which was virtually
supreme, was about to pass the Home
Rule Bill for Ireland. Whatever might
be done elsewhere to delay, resist or ob-
struct the bill this solemn declaration
conld never be cancelled or recalled.
(Cries of ‘‘gag.”) Wherever Englishmen
toiled, hoped, yearned, wherever there
Englishmen and Scotchmen weary of
the inveterate stain on the fame and honor
of their country, they would .presently
know that this House had taken the final
steps towards the true incorporation of Ire-
land into a united people.

At the close of his speech enthusiastic
cheers were given for Mr. Morley.

Col. Juhn P. Nolan,Parcellite, then arose
amid laughter and caies of “Time to
divide,” uttered a brief protest against the
financial clauses of the bill.

The time  having arrived
third reading of the bill
the speaker formally put the motion and
ordered a division of the House,

Gladstone the First to Vote,

Mr. Gladstone was the first to record his
vote and Mr. Morley was the last. Each
was accorded an ovation, as was also Mr.
Balfour. ’

‘The division resulted for the motion 301,
against 267,

‘When the fignres were announced the
Irish ‘members sprang to their feet and
cheered wildly, waving hats and handker-
chiefs and the like, while the Opposition
members raised counter cheers and shouts
of *‘Resign,” resign.” The House ad-
journed.

Read a First Time In the Lords.

Immediately after the sittihg of the
House of Lords -was resumed and five
minutes later the Home Rule bill was read
a first time.

DEATH OF BURSAR QUINN,

A Well-kuown Attache of the Central
Prison No More,

Mr. Thomas Quinn, Bursar at the Cen-
tral Prison, died yesterday at the cottagé of
Mr. O. K. Fraser, Union Park, Thousand
Islands. Six weeks ago Mr. Quinn com-
plained of teeling unwell and the doctors
diagnosed his illness as diabetes. Two
weeks later he went away for a month’s
vacation, complications set in and he grew
rapidly worse. His body will arrive in the
city this morning.

r. Quinn was a brother-in-law of Hon.
C. F. Fraser, Commissioner of Public
Works, and was for many years in the em-
ploy of the Ontario Government. His
first appointment was as storekeeper at the
Central ¥rison. Later he was removed to
Hamilton Asylum to fill a similar position,
but came back in a short time to his old
post in Toronto. ‘On the resignation of
Mr. Wheeler he was promoted to the Bur-
sarship. The office, which is in the gift of
Provincial Secretary Gibson, has a salary of
$1300 attached. Many names are mentioned
for the position but it is probable that Mr.
James Cempbell, the assistant bursar, will
be promoted, the minor position going to
some party appointed. :

FRANCE AND SIAM AGREER,

The Special Euvoy Vilers Retreats From
' His Aggressive Attitude.

Loxpox, Sept. 1.—The Times correspon-
dent in Bangkok says that M. de Vilers,
France’s special envoy to Siam, tried in the
harshest mauner at his last meeting with
Prince Devawongse, Minister of Foreign
Affairs, to force upon Siam an agreement
quite different from the ultimatum. Prince
Devawongse declined to sign it. Since the
meeting it is understood M. de Vilers has
retreated from his aggressive attitade and
the negotiations are proceeding smoothly
on the basis of France’s original demands.

In the House of Commons.

In the House of Commons yesterday Sir
Richard Temple, Conservative for the
Kingston division of Surrey, asked the
Government whether or not France was
keeping her pledge to respect the inde-
pendence of Siam. S8ir Edward Grey,
Under Secretary of the Foreign Office, re-
plied that France had not withdrawn her
assurances as to Siam’s independence, and
that Lord Dufferin had gone back to Paris
this week to resume negotiations on the
lines atcepted some time ago by France.

¥rance Will Not Annex.

““Then the Government will adhere to
the policy of maintaining the independence
of Siam 7’ asked George Curzon, Conserva-
tive for the Southport division of Lan-
cashire.

‘“The Government have held to a neutral
zone between British and French territories
in Asia as an international necessity,” said
Sir Edward. “We have had no reason to
doubt the sincerity of France’s assurances
that Siam’s independence will be main-\
tained.”

The London Chamber of Commerce, in
urging the adoption of immediate measures
to protect British interests in Siam, points
out that infringement of Siam’s independ-
ence would permanently injure Great Brit-
ain throughout the east.

FRANCE IN THE PACIFIC,

England Has Not Heard That the New
Hebrides Will Be Anunexed.

Loxpox, Sept. 1.—The Government was
asked in the House of Commons to-da
whethet it had ictormation that France
intended to annex the New Hebrides, a
group of islands in the Pacific, between the
Santa Cruz and Loyalty Islands. Sir Ed-
ward Grey, Under Secretary of the Foreign
Office, said that France could not amnex
the New Hebrides without violating her
convention with Great Britain concerning
them, and that the Foreign Office had
heard nothing to justify the report of any
such intention on the part of the French
Government.

With respect to the telegram .in The
News last night to the effeet that the British
Board of Agriculture’s report on the Cana-
dian cattle trade’stated that the Govern-
ment had not furnished “‘a full report” on
the cases of some cattle rejected by the in-
spectors at Montreal, The World learns
from the Department of Agriculture that
the statement is not correct.  The depart-
ment furnished all the information 1t had.

The facts are that one ancient ox, whose
hide could scarcely have been perforated
with an ax, was rejected and condemned to
remain in Canada and die of old age, which
would not take him long. A few cattle lamed
and bruised in transit and a few more suf-
fering frem “‘lumpy jaw” were also réject-
ed, but there has not been a single case of
an animal rejected at Montreal because it
was suffering from any disease which in the
slightest degree resembled pleuro-pneu-
monia. :

No Demand Vor Shantymen,
Ottawa is full of shantymen just: now, as
this is the usual hiring seasonfor the woods.

BRITISH PORT CHOLERA-INFECTED.

Eighty Deaths at G;h:nby—‘l!
Beiween It and Other Ports
Prohibited.

Loxpox, Sept. 1.—T'he port of Grimsby,
Liocolnshire, has been declared infected
with choléra, and - traffic between it and
other British ports has been prohibited.

During August there were 80 deaths in
Grimsby from what was called at first
diarrheea and later a choleraic disease. The
general beliet now is that many of these
deaths were due to cholera.

Ofiicially Declared To Be Cholera.

The epidemic in the Lifcolnshire seaport,
Grimsby, has been declared officially to be
Asiatic cholera, after having been call:d a
“‘choleraic disease” for many days. The last
vietim of the disease was a woman, w
died last Tuesday. Several other cases
before here had ended fatally. The authori-
ties of Grimsby believe that the cholera
was brought to the city by immigrants
from the intested ports, Anbwe:g and
Rotterdam. Yesterday aseaman died from
cholera on board a Grimsby steamer in the
harbor of Stromness, Scotland.

The Disabled Boat Towed in by the Mon-
tevidean.

MoxTREAL, Sept. 1.—The Dominion Line
steamship Sarnia is reported from Queens-
town.

The overdue ship arrived at 9 o’clock
this niorning in tow of the Allan Line
steamship Montevidean.

QuEENsTowN, Sept. 1.—The steamer
Montevidean, from Montreal, towed to
anchorage in the harbor early this morning
the steamship Sarnia, which she picked np
adrift in midocean. All the passengers on
board the Sarnia are well and the cattle are
uninjured.

The Sarnia sailed from Montreal July 29.
On August 4 she  broke her thrust shaft.
All efforts to repair the damage were fruit-
less and for days the vessel drifted hope-
lessly. As the weather remained calm the
passengers experienced little physical in-
convenience, although they suffered keen
anxiety after two weeks had passed withount
the sight of a sail.

On August 25 the Montevidean was
sighted. She took the Sarnia in tow about
a thousand mmiles from Cork. The rest of
the voyage was uneventful.

THE STEAMER ALVO MISSING,

She Has Seventy-two Souls Aboard and a
Valuable Cargo.

New Yorx, Sept. 1.—The Atlas Line
steamship Alyo sailed from this port
August 16 for Wess Indian ports with a
dozen passengers and a general cargo. The
gravest tears are felt for her safety. She
may possibly have put into some island in
istress,

The vessel’s passengers are wealthy resi-
dents of the West Indies. So far as knowsg
there are no citizens of this country among
‘them.

The Alvo is valued as $250,000. She is
fully insured in England and it is believed
her cargo is also underwritten. The latter
is said to be very valuable. The steam-
ship had a crew of 60 officers and seamen.

THE PRESIDENT HAD CANCER IN ITS
EARLIEST STAGES.

Dr. Bryant is Very Non-Committal -and
Guarded in His sutomnlu--_br. Has-
brouck States That the Maladp is Can-
cer and the President’s Affiiction s
Similar to That of General Grant.

New York, Sept. 1.—Dr. Bryant, the
principal of three medical men who per-
formed the operation on President Cleve-
land on July 1 on board Mr. Benedict’s
yacht, the Oneida, yesterday met a t‘lele-€
gation of reporters in the library of his
home, No. 54 West Thirty-sixth-street.
He gave a series of the beautifully non-

ittal stat ts for which he is
famous.

“T will itively say mothing further,”
said he, “t that the President had some
teeth pulled last July, just as I announced
after we landed from Mr. Benedict’s yacht,
I cannot belisve that either Dr. Keen or
Dr. Hasbrouck would have given the
further details which I have seen pub-
lished, and I will not even go to the point
of affirming or denying the statements
pnr;[;orting to come from them.

“I will say, however, that President
Cleveland, when I saw him last Sunday,

any day of the ten years in which I have
known him.” ¢

Dr. Bryant would say nothing at all in
response to questions about the President’s
trouble being either cancer or sarcoma.

“You see, I'm an old-fashioned man,”
said he, “and I believe in the maintawing
of the sacredly confidential relation b
physician and patient.” I shall say nothing
turther about Mr. Cieveland’s physical con-
dition unless he orders me to do so.” !

*‘Dr. Keen is at the head of his protession,
is he not, and is an acknowledged leader in
cranial surgery?”’

“Oh, yes,” said Dr. Bryant.

““Would he consent to travel and lose valu-
able time {o assist at nothing more than the
trentment of two ulcerated teeth?”

““You will have to ask Dr. Keen that,”
was the repiy.

‘*Assuming that some operation has been
perfofmed, dogtor, is there any necessity
now visible for a further operation ?”

“If I granted that assumption,” replied
Dr. Bryant, *I would have no hesitation in
saying that a second operation would never
be required.” ’

Two months before President Cleveland
left ‘Washington last July for Buzzard’s
Bay he was attacked with toothache. He
supposed the toothache would pass away
in a few days. | After three days the acute
pain grew less.” .Instead of ceasing it set-
tled into a dull, aching pain, which annoy-
ed the President continually, He com-
plained of the pain on several occasions to
his intimate friends and to Secretary Thur-
ber and Executive Clerk O’Brien.

An Operation Decided Upon,

The President supposed the trouble was
with the first molar on the right up
jaw. He told several of his friends 1
the toothaché had interferred with his sleep.
He did not consult a physician about what
he considered a trifle until about one week
before he letft Washington. By that time
the pain had extended to the second ‘molar.
The gumn was swollen and ulcerated #
Bryant made an examinstion at the -
dent’s summer home, near Washington. He
decided that to stop the pain an operation
maust be performed. This operation was to
consist in extracting the two molars and
removing a very small portion of the jaw-
bone. 'This latter was to prevent the
formation of abscesses after the teeth had’
been extracted.
