‘of exhuming the body of the deceased,

which lay buried in the cemetery at

ghat town. They returned on the even-
ing train, and the corpse now lies at

the ‘ undertaking establishment of B. D.

Humphrey & Bros., 321 Yonge-street.

Excitement in Oshawa.
The party reached Oshawa about 11

<p’elock. The news that they were com”

ing had preceded them, and & crowd of
townspeople,
curiosity, awaited the arrival of :
train. Mr. Curry and his companions
lost mo time in proceeding about their
business. They immediately engaged
hacks and drove out to the cemetery,
which is situated about three miles from:
the ‘towm.

Mr. Curry, who was armed with au-
thority from the Attorney-General’s of-
fice, had an interview with the care-
taker 'of the burying ground, who at
once granted permission for the body to
be removed.

With the assistance of the caretaker
and Mr.
deceased, no trouble was experienced in
finding the resting place of the unfor-
tunate youth, and two gravediggers were
soon at work opening the ground. The
grave of the two brothers was marked
by - a very handsome monument, one of
the most costly( in the cemetery, and one
which, by the way, has not yet been
paid for. Owing to the frozen condi-
tion of the earth, the removal of the
body was no easy task, but aiter three
hours’ steady iabor the coffin  was
reached and hoisted to the -surface. It
was of oak, covered with black plush,
and with the: exception of one end, where
it was somewhat rotted by moisture,it
was in good conditipn.

Made Sure it Was Wells’ Body-

The Toronto party, the cemetery offi-
cials and a number of local peaple, wit-
pessed the exhumation. The coffin was
just about to be removed from the ground
when Detective Cuddy, recalling rumors
that the body had been stolen, suggest-
ed that it would ba advisable to ascer-
tain whether the coffin contained = the
corpse, Acting upon this suggestion the
lid was unscrewed and Mr. Aylesworth
peered in and pronounced that the body

. had been untouched. Considering that it

had been buried for two years, the corpse
was in a good state of preservation.
The coffin was placad in a new shell and
the return journey commenced. 7Toronto
was reached at 9.30, and the coffin was
conveyed to the undertakers, where it
will remain under lock and key until re-
guired by the authorities.

Crown Attorney Cuiry stated last night
that there would be no inquest, it being
unnecessary. A post mortem examination
would, however, be made by Dr. Caven,
and the skull would be produced at the
trial. .

What Weapon Killed the Boy ?

.. The object in eth&ing the body is
o support the theory of the Crown that
Wells was not killed by the elevator
weight, but by some tool or other, and
that the weight was subsequéntly
dropped upon the unfortunate lad’s
head to prevent suspicion. Dr. Caven
will make his examination with a view
"of ascertaining what inflicted the death
blow, and if he finds that the weight
caused death he will investigate, and
report upon the attitude in which the
youth was at the time.

Failed to Keep His Appointment.

On Jan. 10 Mr. Jones received a tele-
gram from Wells saying he would be in
Pickering the afternoon of Jan. 11.
He did not come, and on Jan. 14 Mr.

ing ‘market day there. When they arriv-
ed home in the evening they found pin-
ned to their door a telegram from Wells
asking them to meet him .in Barrister
Dow’s office that afternoon. They were
a little surprised at this, as they had
spent a great deal of their time -that
afternoon in Mr. Dow’s office, and their
nephew did not appear. The following
day being © Sunday they expected he
had been delayed and would possibly
come some time during that day. In
this they were disappointed, and the
next ‘they heard of him was on the morn-
ing of Tuesday, Jan. 17, when a mes-
sage, which had been in the telegraph
oftice at Pickering all night, was plac-
ed in their hands, containing the news
of his accidental death. Their misgiv-
ings at once developed into strong sus-
picions, and Mr. Jones determined that
he would ask for an investigation.

Being . so suspicious of {foul play, a
theory as to Wells’ failure to keep his
appointments, at once suggested itself
to Mr. Jones. It was that the plans
which were realized in Wells’ death, had
then been laid, and the “conspirators
feared that if he went to Pickering or
Whitby to carry out his intention of
purchasing the farm, their plans would
be foiled.

Mr. Jopes had an investigation set on
foot. . As a result of this the Hyams
ordered Jones out of their premises when
he asked for the papers of the dead boy.
This enmity, Jones claims, was alter -
wards manifested in Hyams’ preventing
Martha from carrying out her oft-repeat-
ed intention of paying thent & visit.

Though these visits were frequently
spoken of they were never made, and
Mr. and Mrs. Jones have not seen their
niece since the “death of her brother.
This, Mr. Jones said, always caused him
to believe that Hyams was opposed to
Mrs. Hyams having any conversation
with her uncle on the subject of Wells’
death, and hence jorbade .her visiting
Pickering. !

When Mr. Jones' learned, through the
columns of The \\'orlg r'of the attempt
to insure the life ‘of#™Mrs. ¢Hyams for
$300, his interest in 'the previous
case wasd again arouséd, aud after think-
ing the matter overifor a day or two
determined to demand the arrest of the
Hyams’ brothers. | With this  purpose
in his mind he, stasted for Pickering
station Tuesday evening, intending to
take the train for this city and place
his request before Inspector Stark. -De-
layed by the almost impassable’ con-
dition of the<roads, he missed the train,
and was obliged to wait till Wednes-
day morning. Though somewhat sur-
prised when informed of the arrest, he
laid a great amount of important docu-
mentary evidence before Inspector Stark,
and will be as a Crown witnéss when
the prisoners appear for their prelimin-
ary examination on the 20th inst.

A few days after Wells’ death Mr.
Jones received from H. P. Hyams &
statement of the estate of the deceased.
In this the amount of life insurance was
given as $40,000, with cash invested in
the warehousing ‘“business, $2200. As
Wells had only $1400 from the English
estate, Mr. Jones .concluded the other
$800 must be Hhe amount paid by H.

TAR WELLs FAMILY.

Interesting History of the Parties Connected
With the Famous Case.

Oshawa, Feb. 14.—The parties imme-
diately eonnected with the recent reve-
lations of the insurance mania as fully
chronicled in recent issues of The World
are all well known in Oshawa. Headly
Aylesworth, eldest son of the late A.
E. W. Aylesworth, went ‘from ’here to
Wiarton as clerk in a grocery store,
and there met Martha Wells, who was
teaching school,- and they became en-
gaged. He came home in the summer
of 1887. Shortly after he was taken
sick, and Martha came here to nurse
him. Consumption had a good grip on
him, and he succumbed in August, 1887.
Martha Wels worried a great deal.
Some time aiter Annie Wells also came
to Aylesworth's on a visit. In the fall
of 1891, Harry Wells, the elder brother,
went to England in counection with
some ‘property. He was taken ill on
his- homeward journey, and came here
to Aylesworth’s, where his sisiers were |
at the time staying. During his ill-
ness ‘Williec Wells was a constant visi-
tor to ‘the house, and he was generally
accompanied | by Harry Hyams. In
February, 1892, Harry Wells died of
pneumonia. In January of the iollow-
ing year Willie Wells was reported to
have been killed, 'and the body was
brought here for burial. There was
a great deal of talk among
townspeople at,’ ‘the time, and
many wondered at an investigation
not being held, as the circumstances
seqmed of a suspicious nature. Foul play
was also suspected by the Aylesworths,
and they have since that time been on
the constant watch for something that
would throw light on the death of Wells.
The lot of Mrs. Martha Wells Hyams has
indeed heen a shard ome, and being of a
very affectionate and unsuspecting na-
ture, she enlisted the sympathies of hosts
of people, and was highly esteemed by
all who knew her. Since the death of
William Wells it has been suspected that
Harry, too, had died of foul play, and
that poison had beem administered, -but
parties who were intimate with the fami-
ly scout the idea, and the at the time at-
tending physician, Dr. Bell, emphatically
denies that such was the case, but that
his ‘was a typical case of pneumonia.
An effort is being made to show that
Mrs. Hyams is withholding something in
connection with the case, but those who
know her best put no reliance in such

statements.

Aecord-
ing to the police, they favored the bogus
mortgage scheme, and on the whole did
well until they met Emmanuel F. Mar-
tinezs of No. 237 East 1G6th-street)iram
whom they obtained $1400, partly (in
land and partly in jewelry.

were arrested by Detective Charles
Heidleberg. District Attorney McKepn
upon whom the family influence \\:rﬂ
brought to bear, consented to withdraw
the case, the discharge being granted by
Recorder Smyth.

A imonth later they were arrested 'in
Jersey City for real estate swindling,
and put under bonds for $5000, They
lost no time in absconding. Their bond
was forfeited, and they have since lived
in Canada. For nearly sixty years the
Hyams family have been prominent lin
Louisiana. An uncle.of the accused nﬁeu
was Lieutenant-Governor of the state
when it seceded from the Union.

& _Co. His firm was one of the leading
stpckholders in the late Louisiana Lot-
tery Company, and are &eéredited with
deals in the stock shortly
after that company was formed, in re-
construction days. He is the principal
owner of the St. Charles Hotel. Little
is known of his family heres A brother
lives in Florida.

Sale of the Effects.

The ' effects of Dallas P. Hyams at
B7 Gould-street were sold at auction by
Messrs. Dickson and Townsend yester-
day, under a chattel mortgage for
$2100, -held by Broker Lane.  There
was an immense attendance of buyers,
and the goods, in most instances, sold
high, several thousand dollars being re-
alized. The eale commenced at |11
a.m., and it was dark before the last
article had been disposed of. Never in
the history of Toronto has so much valu-
able furniture and bric-a-brac been dis-
posed of at auction. :

Kept a Yonge-Strcet Fruit Store. |

During the summer of 1888 the Hyams
Bros. kept a small fruit store at 319
Yonge-street. They rented of Alexan-
der Thompson the window and small
store which is' now occupied by F.
Brown as a barber’s shop, nearly oppo-
site Agnes-street. At this time the
Hyams were in a very small way 'of
business, and a few dollars would have
purchased their stock of apples, oranges
and bananas.

They did a fair amount of business
for such a small stock, but had much
spare time, as customers were not
numerous in the early part of the day.
They boarded at Shuter and Bond-streets.
After four months’ tenancy; in the fall
of 1888, they .removed to King-street
east, where they carried on the same
business-on a larger seale. Hence they
transferred the scene of their operations
to Colborne-street, where the fatal oc-
currence on which the charge of mur-
der is founded took place.

The neighbors ' gave the brothers| a
good character for attention to busi-
ness when in the fruit line. The onply
thing to which some took any objec-
tion was that they were very close-
fisted, and they were hard to beat in
making a bargain. i

Connected With Bond-Street Church.|
'When Rev. Dr. Wild was in his zemith
at Bond-street Congregational Church
there were no more regiilar attendants
than the Hyams. They had a regular
pew and, with their mother, were gen-
erally in the house of God when ‘the
Doctor was in the pulpit. They were
enthusiastic believerd in the Polymath’s
Anglo-Israel theories, and this was one
of the chief reasons why when coming to
Toronto they chose Bond-street  as
their spiritual home. !

Your correspondent to-day endeavored
to ascertain the views of.the ministers
on the question of the day, and’ judging
from the weight of opinion it would
seem’ as if a dissolution is almost certain.
Whether a positive auuouncement on the
point can be made on Saturday is some-
what doubtful.

Before going to the country it is be-
lieved in well-informed circles that the
Government must decide upon their policy
with regard to the Manitoba school ques-
tion. Such a policy cannot be authorita-
tively stated uwntil the appeal of the
Roman Catholic .minority has been heard
and this, of course, means delay. But
as will be demonetrated later on this will
not affect the’ date of holding the elec-
tions. If an appeal to the couatry is
eventually decided upon The World pre-
dicts that the polling will not take
place before May..

Why No Elections Earlier Than May.

Two reasons exist why the elections
cannot be held earlier. Omne is that if
pblling took place in the middle of April
it would strike the Quebec habitant at
a time when the roads in that province
are in a frightiul state, and any Gov-
ernment might be indicted for cruelty to
animals in bringing on a campaign at
such a season of the year. Another rea-
son is that the Voters’ Lists can bhardly
be ready before the beginning of May.
At present the Queen’s printer has near-
ly 100 printers engaged on the lists. By
,the end of the week, of the 202 consti-
tuencies created under the’ last Redis-
tribution Act, the lists for half will be
in. Up to to-night revised lists of 44
electoral divisions have been printed,

Care in Handling the Voters® Lists.

The greatest possible care is being ex-
ercised by the Printing Bureau staff in
completing th¢ revised lists. It has

.been customary for Reform journals to

talk of tampefing with the Voters’ Lists,
but if politicians of the McMullen stamp
would only pay a visit to the Govern-
ment printing bureau and see the care-
ful manner in which the lists are handl-
ed by Queen’s Printer Dawson and his
men, they would quickly learn how
grotindless these reports are. When re-
vised lists have been printed, they are
sent in proof form to the revising offi-
cers simply for “verification,” not a
pame ‘to be added or removed. The veri-
fication is solely for detecting typo-
graphieal errors, and when corrected the
proois are returned to the Queen’s
Printer and necessary corrections made.
Inasmuch as the revision of the lists,
aceording to law, does not close until
Feb. 28, and some of the lists will prob-
ably be many days later in reaching
Ottawa, it i8 extremely unlikely that
the: whole number can be ready for
use earlier than the first week in May.
Consequently elections cannot well be
brought on earlier.
Gen, Wolfe's Sword May Come to Toronto.
Toronto has & ‘good prospect of se-
curing the'sword of ‘General Wolfe, and
Col. Dunn's medals, which were pur:
chased in Englahd by Hon. J. C. Patter-
son several weeks ago. The Minister of
Militia has had an offer from parties
in England to purchase these relics at
a much higher figure than that
which he gave for them, but has.re-
fused it. It was said at one time that
Mr. Patterson might present them to the
Library of Parliament, but he is now
counsidering .a proposal to present them
to the City of Toronto, the city in
which Col: .Dunn was born. The at-
tention of Mr. W. D. Macpherson, chair-
man of the Tdronto Public Library, is
respectfully called to this .matter.
General Booth’s Celonization Séheme.

The ceusus defini-
tion of an industrial establishment” is
“any place where several persons. are
engaged in manufacturing, altering, n;ak-
ing up, or changing from one shape into
another materials for sale, use or. con-
sumption.” The bulky returns embraced
in the volume do not include suchi pro-
ducts as are made at home for . family
use, such as woolen and linen cloth, But-
ter and cheese made at home are  also
not included in the products of = the
creameries and cheese factories. The total
pumber of mouufacturiug establishments
in Torontc is placed at 2109, Montreal
1604, Hamilton 1133, London 567, King-
ston 401, Quebec 1408, Winnipeg 307.
The total nuwber in Ontario is 82,151
and in Quebec 23,937. :
