The trregularity n the attendance of pupils |
at school aud non-attendance reported on |
former occasions continue, I regret to say,
as great as_ever.  Tlese are most serious
impediments to the attainment of progress.
The fact disclosed by the official returns
from the schoois in my inspectorial district
areas follows: The number of pupils
daily prescnt at school on an average for
time in session per one hundred registered,
was fifty.scven for the winter term and
fifty-eight for the summer term. The per-

centage for the full term for the same pe- |

percentage of pupils daily
time in session ought not, in any-term, to
be less than seventy-five. The number
of children between the ages of five and
|fifteen  years reported not at school in
sections having schools, was no less than

present for

one thousand six humlrud and fifty-nine
for the winter term, and one thonsand four
hundred and nirety-three for the summer
term. . These significant facts reveal a
vast amount of indifference to the cluims
of education which should not exist in any
country whese inhabitants have establish-
ed free schools by law. The evil couse,
confined merely to: those who absent
th: mselves from schco’; they extend also
10 the tcach r whose effurts are thercby
partially frustrated,
regular attendance, whose progress -is
thereby somewhat impeded. Observation
and inquiry bhave convinced me that a very
considerable proportion of this non.attend-
ance and irregularity in attendance at
school is the resuit of iudifference and
carelessness on the part of parents, for
which no reasonable excuse can be offured.
In view of these things it appears to me
that compulsory attendance at school
under proper limitatbon hLas becowme a
necessity,

The work of Tnspection and the other
duties incident to my office have kept me
coustantly employed since my late ap-
pointment., In fact [ have found it im-
possille to accomplish all the work of
inspection. Duwing the winter term the
late date of my appointment prevented me
from visiting all the schools, and in the
summer term &'few were not inspected
owing to their not having opencd for the
term, or’ having closed, previous to my
tour through those parts of my district in
which  they were located. For further
information on this point I beg leave to
refer you to my notes of inspection for the
year, and to my monthly reports, which
are already in your hands.

The County Academies at Annapolis
and Digby have been under the principal-
ship of Messrs. E.J. Lay and A. McRae
respectively.”
