Those people usually have some favor­
ite’ medicine to cure quickly, and the 
more torture their medicines give the 
poor horse, the sooner they think it will 
cure. In the morning before going to 
work the galled shoulders are dressed 
with tbig fiery medicine, and the horse 
is in dreadful misery all the time he 
is eating his breakfast. The harness is 
then put on the poor suffering animal, 
and he is hitched to the plow. The 
tiret pull hurts the tender shoulders; 
then the whip is applied. To avoid 
punishment from the whip; the 
horse goes along and sutlers at 
every jerk of the plow against stones 
and roots.

Some people use strong brine, others 

use fiery medicines; some use oak 
bark and other strong astringents. All 
these cause pain in sore shoulders. 
Salt and water do very well to help 
harden the shoulder, if used several days 
before using the horse ; but after the 
shoulder is galled, or is a little tender, 
the salt water should not be used. 
I never saw any good come from it. 
When the shoulders are galled, it is 
better to use cooling medicines, such 
as cold but not very cold, water. 
Bathe them awhile, and then use some 
‘ cuticle’ on the sores, or use a little 
lard oil, and also use a pad on the col­
lar, so the collar will not touch the 
sore. The pad must be 6 or 8 inches 
wide: and be smoothed down so the 
wrinkles will not cut another sore in 
the shoulder.

ts,Eating for Work.

The importance of this matter is far 
too little appreciated or understood by 
the great majority of farmers. Many 
who carefully consider what kinds and 
qnantities uf food, of oats, corn, ground 
and out feed, hay or grass, will enable 
them to get the most good work out of 
their horses and oxen, the richestmilk, 
or largest amount of it, from their cows 
—also the best times of feeding—sadly 
neglect to use similar thought and care 
respecting themselves and their work­

men.
Strength comes only from suitable 

nutritious food, well digested. A man» 
whether employer or employed, will 
have far more working powor if he eats 
as much, and only as much, as he can 
digest well, of lean meat, properly 
cooked, good bread, oat-meal, ordinary 
nnd curd cheese, and the like, than if 
consuming salt fat pork, cooked almost 
to a crisp, with potatoes, etc. A labor­
er paid a dollar or more a day, will do 
double real work if 5 to 10 cents extra 
be spent in supplying 
that will give him the fullest strength. 
Beans, if not charred or browned in 
cooking, peas, green or ripe, good, 
’bread, and cabbage thoroughly cooked, 
supply the elements for muscular 

force.

The blood is the active helper in 
digesting food, by supplying the gastric 
solvents, and it carries nourishment to 
the muscles and to the brain. While a 
heavy meal is being worked up, the 
blood is drawn away from the muscles 
and brain to the stomach. When at 
hard work or exercise with mind or 

blood is drawn from the 
stomach, an«l less nutriment is obtain­
ed from the food. It is a good rule to 
work slowly at first, after full meals, 
and increase the amount of exercise 
gradually, as the blood can be spared 
from the digestive organs. More will 
be accomplished by this course In 
working and thinking. The French 
people, who make a study of the sub­
ject, take a very little food bn rising, a 
roll and coffee, and perhaps a baked 
apple, and begin work at daylight. 
Towards noon they take another simi 
lar simple repast, nnd do a full day's 
work by 4 o’clock in the afternoon , 
then rest a little, take a full hearty 
meal, and make a business of digest­
ing it. During the rest of the evening 
and night, this meal is digested, diffus­
ed all through the system, and quietly 
builds up and strengthens the muscles 
so that they are ready for vigorous 
work the next day. Experienced 
horsemen understand that with a hea­
vy feed of oats, etc., at night,* and a 

light breakfast, a horse gets a reserved 
stock of muscular strength Jaid in 
advance, and travels faster and further 
than one having a hearty morning 
feed.

As the supply is not suffi­
cient for the general farm purposes, 
they are used in gardens, around 
shrubs arid trees, and particularly for 
potatoes, which largely require mois 
ture. Mixed with the surlace soil and 
occasionally stirred, they have an 
excellent effect upon trees and shrubs, 
keeping up an uninterrupted growth 
during a drouth, if the application is 
liberal and well worked in.

Where used'in a garden, the earlier 

they are applied the better. The 
ground having been previously worked 
spread evenly about an inch thick, ànd 
mix thoroughly with a few inches of 
soil. Where the soil is quite heavy 
more ashes should be used and worked 
in proportionately deeper, answering 
both as mulch and as soil to grow the 
plant $ in the other case where the soil 
is good, principally as a mulch. In 
both cases manure is an advantage, 
either liquid or reduced to a tine state, 
as coal ashes possess little fertilizing 
material. The effect will not be visi­
ble before the season is somewhat 
advanced. After that it will show, its 
best work being done in hot, dry wea­
ther. The effect will last several years, 
depending upon how much is used. 
Yearly applications may be made with 
benefit ; and the experience here i8 
that if liberal applications are made 
annually, and thoroughly mixed with 
soil, no manure is required. This I 
know has a doubtful look, but observa­
tion for years has conslrainel me to 
accept it, and I accordingly procure all 
the coal ashes I conveniently can with 
the same gratifying results.— Country 
Gentlemen.

Life Insurance.

The Knights of Honor, one of the 
assessment insurance companies, is in-| 
volved in a law suit, which threatens 
the whole society, and suggests one of 
the great weaknesses of this mode of 
insurance. A member of a ‘ Lodge,’ at 
Nashville, Tenn., had been ill with 
consumption since 1879, but regularly 
and promptly paid up his dues. On 
the c.ills for assessments made by the 
Kupreme Lodge the Nashville Lodge 
was often behind, and was several limes 
suspended. During one of these sus­
pensions the gentlemen referred to 
died. The payment of his insurance 
was demanded by his heirs, but the 
Supreme Lodge declined to pay on the 
ground of the suspension. On the 
other band the heirs raaintain|that the 
individual assessment was regularly 
paid, that the man was in good stand­
ing with bis Lodge when he died ; and 
that they ought not to sutler because 
of the Lodge’s default. The subordi­
nate Courts of Indiana sustained the 
heirs, and the Officers of the Order 
have appealed to the Supreme Courts 
of the State. It is generally admitted 
|hat if this case is sustained the Society 
will receive a severe blow as an insur­
ance organization, nnd the principle 
will affect several other like societies.—
