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Colds, Cauges and Cures.

‘A8 the season for,*‘ catching "’ coldais
upon us we copy the following very sen-
gible remarks upon the subject from
the Household :

«There is no disease afflicling the
human family more common than colds.
It attacks the youngest and the oldest,
the strongest and the weakest, as well
as men, women and ohildren, of all
climes, vocatiens and classes. When
once cured, and even before it 18 en~
tirely removed, the disease is liable to
return unless great care is used to
esoapé its subtility. At no season of
the year are we safe, and neither day
or night, at bome or abroad, are we

—The best milk cow as a rule, says &
writer in the Agricultural Gazeite, is of
medium size and small boned.

seoure from contracting this unpleas-
ant and dangerous malady. Qur
systems sometimes seem to re-
quire but little exouse for taking colds.
A slight draugbt from a half opened
door, air from a window falling on the
neck, bed or underciothing a partiole
damp; moistened feet or a change in
the weather, are sufficient, and somes
times from no conceivable cause do we
suffer the severest.

Were the cause of colds
known, we might usually prevent them,
but the most prudent are often atiack
ed. By paying more attention to the
warmth of the body, dryness of the
olothing, freedom from draughts of air,
wearing a bag of camphor gum on the
chest, carrying a few crumbs of the
same in the mouth on long drives in
oold or stormy weather, many colds
would be prevented, and our strength
saved to baffle those that are of a more
epidemic nature.

The approach or first effect of a cold
is felt differently. ¥neezing, tightness
in the nostrils, rawness in the nasal
passages, sore throat, chilliness, head.
ache, ringing in the ears, or drowsiness,
is but a skirmish of the battle that is
to follow. These signs usually appear
in the evening and should be attended
to at onoce, as a cold can only be broken
up at the commencement. The follow-
ing morning if no remedy has been us.
ed, the disease will be thoroughly
seated, and cause catarrh in the head
or a gough in the throat or lungs. In
two or five days, if care is used, the
cold will have ripened, and seem to
pass off rapidly by expectoration of
phlegm. If more cold is taken, pneu.
monia or consumption is liable to fol-
low.

¢ There is no universal specific for
colds even 1 their earliest stages.
That which will cure one patient, will
have no effect on another, and a cure
for a person to.day may ten years
hence, be useless. But most cases of
the young or middle aged can be cured
if taken in season, by some one of the
simple remedies employed for this pur
pose. The following are a few of the
methods used to cure colds in their
beginning, and others will doubtless
occur in the minds of the readers:
Catnip tea made moderately strong
with sugar and milk, chestout tea, tea
made from any of the mints, especially
pennyroyal, hot lemonade, camphor
sling, or a long draught of cold water.
Either of these should be taken after
the patient is in bed, produce perspi-
ration, and care must be taken the fol-
lowing day. A tablespoonful of water
made hot with cayenne pepper tak-
en in sips to moisten the mouth
and throat, has been my individual rem-
edy for years. Heating the feet 18 ot~
ten sufficient, and a poultice of boiled
onions is good where there is tightness
of throat or lungs. Violent exercise,
a8 rapidly sawing wood or mopping
floors, will sometimes seem to answer
the desired end.

The universal prevalence of colds,
and the direful results often following,
should induce us to use every precau-
tion to prevent them, and prompt
means to remove them when once con-
tracted.’
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PERCENTAGE.— The reckoning of per-
centages,like the minus sign in algebra
is a constant stumbling block to the
novice. Even experienced newspaper
writers often become muddled when
they attempt to speak of it. The as
cending scale is easy enough ; five ad-
ded to twenty is a gain of 25 per cent ;
given any sum of figures, the doubling
of 1t is an addition of 100 per cent.
But the moment the change is a de~
creasing calculation, the inexperienced
mathematician betrays himself, and
even the expert is apt tostumble or go
astray. An advance from twenty to
twentyxfive is an increase of 25 per
cent ; but the reverse of this, that is,
a decline from twenty-five to twenty,
is a decrease of only 20 per cent.
There are many persons, otherwise
intelligent; who cannot see why the
reduction of one.hundred to fifty is
not a decrease of 100 per cent. The
other day an article of merchandise
which bad been purchased at ten cents
a pound was resoldat thirty cents s
pound, a profit of 200 per cent ; where-
upon a writer,in chrouicling the sale said
that at the beginning of the recent de«
pression several invoices of the same
class of goods, which had cost over
thirty cents a pound, had been flinally
sold at ten cents a pound, a loss of
more than 100 per cent, because this
wipes out the whole of the investment.
An advance from ten to thirty is a gain
of 200 per cent: a decline from thirty
to ten is a loas of only 67 2-3 per cent.
The New York Suu prides itself on the
exactness and purity of its style, and
indulges in frequent criticisms of its
contemporaries ; but in 1ts Thursday
morning’s description of the great or.
chid scale, it affirms that * some of the
highest priced plants brought 150 per
cent less than Mrs. Morgan«paid  for
them-’ . Of course, if nothing was real
ized from them, this would only be 100
per cent less than they cost.— Journal
of Commerce..

The shoulder blades should
meet narrow at the tip, widening grad-
ually towards the point, which should
be broad and well rounded; the ribs
rather straight and wide indicating a
ood digestion and constitution, fo
everything depends on that ‘n a good
milk cow. The loins should be broad
and the hips bigh and wide, he rump
even with the hips, the p lvis wide
giving plenty of room for t e udder,
the thighs thin, the hind l¢. a little
crooked, and small below he hock,
with a long, large foot. e udder
should be long and broad wit: the teats
all the same size and well set :part, the
belly to sag a little in front of the ud-
der, and rise slowly as it approaches
the brisket, and somewhat large as
compared with the aize of the cow.
The tail long and shm, tapering gently
to the end. The hair must be soft, in~
dicating a mellow skin, which on taking
in the hand, feels like soft kid gloves,
and no coarse rough bhair will grow on
such skin. The color of the skin
should be of a rich buttersyellow.
This is the first point in handling.
Then pass your hand on the belly in
front of the udder and feel the ‘milk
veins.' They are an infallible mark of
a good milk cow. The larger they are
the better the indications. In extra-
good cows they branch out into four
veins, but they all unite before reach»
ing the udder. The more irregular the
course the more sure you may be the
|cow is a good milker. The udder
should be covered with a short downy
coat of hair. This hair should begin to
turn its backward course from the front
teats; then on the back part of the uds
der, called the escutcheon, and as far
as the vulva, in the best cows. The
wider the belt of this upturned hair the
better; it should be short and velvety
covering a soft orange-colored skin.

WINTERING APPLES. — It does no harm
to good, sound, weli~ripened apples to
be subjected to a temperature for a
day or two below freezing point. Where
apples are in barrels they may be left
out even later than this, and a cover
ing of corn stalks over the barrels will
be sufficient protection against a tem-
perature of twelve {o fifteen above zero
if not too long continued. If they
should be touched slightly by frost, no
harm will result if the fruit 18 not hand
led until thawed. But a second freez,
ing,even if slight, makes the apple
valueless.

A CHgAP BARN. —That is the cheapest
building which gives the greatest
amount of room in proportion to the
money cost. Judged by this rule a
very small barn cannot well be cheap.
There 18 too much outside covering in
proportion to the room inside. A large
barn will also bear greater elevation
without appearing to be out of propor
tion. To be cheap the barn should have
a good stone basement at least 3} feet
in height. The room thus gained will
naturally be the cheapest in the build.
ing, and for Winter care of stock it will
be much the most value.

BeppiNg ForR P16s. — Fattening hogs
should have enough finely cut straw to
make a comfortable bed, but not so
much as to entirely bury themselves as
they are inclined to do when they -get
a chance. In cold weather the sudden
change in temperature, when the hogs
come from their warm nests to feed,
often gives them serious colds. With
shelter from storms and a dry floor, a
little straw for bedding is better than a
large quantity.
