Such a person 
will become dangerous to others from the 
time of offence onward, and the law should 
separate him from society, and make him 
harmless and useful. Whether such a per­
son should have liberty again should depend 
on whether a physical change occurs that 
gives him a moral perception, that will 
prompt him to obey order, and a will power 
to obey the law. As to the source from 
which the criminal comes, the law should 
remove, or prohibit it, as far as human power 
can avail, first,—Prohibit marriage to a
known unreclaimed criminal, and others 
unfit for the relation. Second,—Remove
children from the custody of parents whose 

will create, or whose surrounding leads

KM.and the common mind only needs to under­
stand it to make it an accomplished fact
As it progressed, asylums and prisons would 
decrease in populations, and the cost of 
maintenance be largely reduced.

Penalties never have prevented, and never 
will prevent crime, except in occasional in­
dividual instances. Unlimited commitment 
disposes of the criminal; guards against 
progeny from him; decreases public danger, 
while it makes the offender useful; gives 
him an opportunity to reform, and grants 
him liberty again on condition that his re­
formation is complete.

There are many who advocate education 
as the universal panacea for all kinds of so­
cial and political disorders. Let us look at 
this plan in connection with our subject.
No one can more highly value education 
than I do. But giving one an education, 
without giving him a pratioal knowledge 
how to use it, as it is acquired, is mere cram­
ming. To impart knowledge to a person of 
vicious mentality, unless it can be made to 
build up an active moral perception, 
will only make that person all the more 
wicked and dangerous to society. Educa­
tion of one who has no moral perception or 
moral sense, is like using a dangerous com­
pound in a chemical process, without the 
proper apparatus to secure safety. It is 
playing with fire in a powder magazine. As 
a cure education alone cannot be relied on— 
as an experiment it is a necessity. Educa­
tion can only be a means to a right use of 
opportunities; and such a use is the only 
means to a true civilization. Liberty is one 
of the opportunities; but a right to liberty,- 
and such a use of it, as will preserve order, 
are counterpart*; the one dependent on the 
other. Without order there can be no sta­
ble enjoyment of liberty, therefore the pen­
alty of such abuse of liberty, as disturbs or­
der, should be the forfeiture of liberty. The 
law should be go and should so oper­
ate, as to make every person use his liberty 
to the most judicious advantage for the in­
dividual and for the community as a whole.

If from ignorance, or from want of moral 
perception, or will power, or from vicious 
propensity a person cannot avoid the wrong 
use of opportunities, and disorder and crime 
result, the education goes for nothing, ex­
cept to render the person more dangerous, 
and the offender should be put where he can 
do no harm. The word education covers all 
acquisition of knowledge of whatever sort; 
the mechanical manipulations of a laborer, 
skilled or unskilled, are hjs education to the 
extent of his knowledge. Scholastic edur 
cation opens the view to wider knowledge, 
and to more extended opportunities; but it 
is not true education, unless in its acquisi­
tion, the way to apply it, in the use of the 
opportunities disclosed by it, is also taught 
as a part of the education. It is this ability 
to make practical use of knowledge so 
gain moral ends, that enables education to 
produce civilization. Without such practi­
cal use it becomes the means of producing 
.he most dangerous criminals and cruel des­
potism. }t only makes n>an a clever devil.

Society might as well try to drive back an 
advancing prairie fire by fighting it with 
brooms, as to try by any means to check the 
currents of prime, and the increasing num­
bers of offenders, paupers, and other defec­
tives, while maintaining conditions that pro? 
duce them faster than they can be disposed 
of. Such conditions are our present “ mar­
riage license law,” and our “liquor license 
law.”

Of course there will be offenders and de­
fectives, as long as mam exists. There will 
be cruelty and injustice, both in individuals 
and in legal methods. But there can be, 
and ought to be, improvements and amelior­
ations in conditions effecting limitations and 
restraints, far beyond anything that 
come of the conditions we permit, and sub* 
mit to now. With altered conditions would 
come clearer moral perceptions—a greater 
sense of safety, a truer education, and a 
higher civilization as a legitimate result.

If the surroundings of one individual at the 
time of conoefftion, and up to his birth, and 
the new surroundings after birth, are such 
that he has less capacity than another baa 
to use the opportunities within his reach; or 
If the opportunities Into which he is born 
are lass favourable than those that surround 
another, the right of natural birth—equali­
ties still remain the same. Each may pro­
vide for life, enjoy liberty, and seek to secure 
substantial happiness to the extent of his 
ability, while he doee not obstruct another 
in the same pursuit. The happiness how­
ever must be snbetantial, such as will tend to 
preserve life, liberty, and happiness to all, 
as well as for each. It is in the laws of 
creation; in a right to enough of earth, to 
enjoy life, and liberty, and in the use of such 
opportunities as come to them to the extent 

.capacity, equally with others, that 
individuals are equal,—not in capacity. As 

begins to infringe on the rights 
of another, or seeks to obstruct him in the 
enjoyment of his rights, inequality begins. 
I believe the earth is large ehough, and has 

ugh productive elements to support all 
who come into it, If each uses his oppor­
tunities judiciously; and among the oppor­
tunities to be so used, is the procreation of 
the human race. Injudicious use of oppor­
tunities in any relation brings inequality, 
and inj ustice will be the result. This is true 
of Government, as well as of individuals.

The true design of legislation, I hold, 
— should be the enacting of such laws as will 

prevent, as far as possible, such injudicious 
use of opportunities by each individual in 
providing for life, in exercising liberty, and 
in seeking substantial happiness, as will 
kinder others in their rights, and in this 
way tend to preserve equality. Now, it is 
abundantly evident that Governments, as 
well as individuals, have improperly need 
opportunities, and have infringed on the 
rights of others, until great inequalities 
exist,—numbers made rich, and greater

to criminal mentality, or practices that pre­
vent, or pervert, or destroy moral perception.

But the question may be asked how can 
the law prevent improper marriages! I 

just as it prevents marriages between 
near relations—the weak minded—the insane 
—and those under legal age. The “ liberty 
of the individual” is not regarded by the 
law where the public peace or welfare is 
concerned or menaced. The law looks only 
to prevention. In the rose of certain dis­
eases, as cholera, small pox, etc., the law 
looks only to the welfare of the body politic. 
Where children are neglected, or cruelly 
treated, the law can take them from their 
parent* and place them in some proper 
custody. When • man threatens the peace 
of society, the law will put him under bonds 
or into jail. When a boat or a boiler ia 
unsafe, the law says to its owner, “ you are 
net to use it." When a married person 
commits felony, the'other party may have 
the contract annulled. The law forbids the 
indiscriminate sale of liquors, in anticipation 
that crime may be found lurking in the glass. 
In all these and many other ways, » personal 
rights ” are restricted by law. With equal 
rights I maintain it may, and should prevent 
probable crime, or criminals, in the marriage 
of depraved, vicious, and unfit persons, just 
as it does in the case of epidemics, explosives, 
provisions, oontagiops diseases, and many 
other things, where the public needs protec­
tion. The law in such cases does not wait 
to consider “ individual rights ” and “ per-

—ï^p&fsônal liberty “ the rights of the 
individual ” Ac., which are continually used 
by the violators of law, may mean something 
or nothing. Everything depends on the 
conditions in connection with which they 
use them. The law itself pays little atten­
tion to them under some conditions; under 

others it allows them to be so con-

social, or pecuniary; and generally the 
unfit they are the more numerous are the 
offspring. As I have already said, the law 
is careful of life, limb, and health in many 
cases:—in licensing pilots; in appointing 
health officers; the erection and sanitation 
of buildings; the licensing and regulation of 
markets; the storage and sale of dangerous 
compounds; the quarantining of vessels to 
prevent the introduction of diseases into 
country; in licensing doctors and druggists, 
and in many other ways. To become a sol­
dier and serve the government, in learning 
how to kill people and destroy property, ac­
cording to discipline, one must be examined, 
found to be of sound body and mind and 
take an oath of allegiance. Now, to bestow 
life, and care for it, is surely more impor­
tant than to know how to destroy it. To 
prevent continuing injury to generations, 
through improper marriages, is surely of 
more importance than to prevent injury to 
individuals. I maintain there is no position 
so important to the individual, to society, 
and to Government, as is that of parents, 
and the responsible head of a family. No 
act recognized by law is of such importance 
as that of marriage. Why then should not 
our Government be as careful to prevent a 
community from being burdened with a 
number of diseased, idiotic, immoral chil­
dren,—the result of improper marriages,—as 
it is of the lives and limbs of people.

Elocation is employed,—a sort of 
university course has been adopted for some 
convicts in some localities, and sympathy 
displayed towards offenders, productive of 
no good. Now, it is undeniable that crime 
has not decreased under either method, or 
both. Society ckn look to the law only for 

’ftHg^ffiVprotectiou; and the law can afford 
it only by dealing with conditions as they 
actually exist, no matter what has created 
the conditions. I hold that the causes of 
the-existing conditions relating to crime will 
be found ia the conditions themselves; and 
the law must so deal with the conditions 
as to remove the causes, if there is to be any 
decrease in criminals and crime.

You cannot clean a sewer in this town or 
anywhere else by standing at the outlet and 
trying to purify the sewage, so long as the 
inlet is supplied with a constantly increasing 
quantity. No more can crime be reduced by 
punishment or trying to reform criminals by 
means of education or reformitories, so long 
as conditions exist that procreate criminals 
or crime faster than the law can arrest; and 
either punish or reform them. There never 
will be wanting crimes, criminals, and 
suicides in Monaco in Italy, so long as that 
gambling hell at Monte Carlo is allowed, and 
upheld, by law. Public safety lies only in 
enacting and enforcing laws to remove the

tant case, and enforce it in the least impor­
tant. Till such a law is enacted, criminals 
and crimes will be found in every commun­
ity. Against such a marriage law, however,

_ two reasons might be advanced. First, that 
it would be an infringement of “ personal 
rights;” and second, that it would increase 
the social evil; and besides, it would be hu­
miliating to submit to an examination. But 
would it? Does a man not submit to an ex­
amination before he can serve on a jury, or 
become a school teacher, or enter a naval or 
military-school, and in many other cases? 
Persons who are fit to marry and become 
parents have nothing to fear. The social 
evil, which now exists, can be restrained 
largely by a license system, including a spe­
cial board of examinators and health, which 
would regulate and keep the licenses within 
legal limits. Can there be a more heinous 
crime than to bring into the world a child 
affected with an incurable disease, bodily or 
mental? as idiocy, insanity, epilepsy, scro­
fula, and other vicious diseases. Persons 
violating the provisions that should be made 
to prevent such a condition of things, aud 
marrying without examination and license, 
should be dealt with as other criminals, they 
should forfeit liberty, and be removed from 
society, imprisoned, and kept at industries 
for the state.

It may be said that these suggestions can­
not be carried out, because enough prisons 
could not be built to hold the offenders. In­
stead of one penitentiary you would require 
a dozen, and there would be so many per­
sons in them to be supported that those 
outside could not do it. This is surely a 
pessimistic view. No doubt it would take 
some years to bring the general opinion and 
legislation up to the requisite standard. 
Reforms move slowly, but they would grad­
ually and certainly reach it. Like all rad­
ical reform#, It would meet with opposition,
