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~—The tide of old world emigration con-
tinues to roll Canadaward and the rapid in-
crease of the foreign element in our population
cannot but cause some anxiety to those who
take a deep interest in the Canada that is to
be. The native population is scanty in pro-
portion to the extent of our country, and
there is every probability that in a few
years the immigrant settlers will outnumber
Canadiane in the vast farming districts of
the Northwest. If proper care is not exer-
cised by our federal government in determin-
ing the desirability of the foreigners whom
they are welcoming to the full rights of Ca-
padian citizenship, we are likely to find that
excessive immigration is an unmitigated
evil. Unless the peoples who are to enlist
in the development of Canada are intelligent,
fndustrious and sober, it would be prefer-
able to await a gradual growth consequent
upon the natural .increase of population.
This is a critical period in Canadian history,
snd the immigration department should
carefully guard our ocean ports from the
wholesale entry of old world outcasts and
criminals. The experience of the United
States in acquiring a large population has
been a sad one and Canada should profit by
the disasters that have overtaken her neigh-
bor.

—The Redistribution Bill now before the
Domi parli t will ch constitu-
encies in Ontario, Quebec, New Brunswick
and Prince Edward Island, though its oper-
ation will principally effect Ontario. The
Liberal government describes it as a remedy
for the gerrymandering effected by Conser-
vativesin 1882and 1892. The Conservatives
certainly did change the boundaries of con-
stituencies in Western Ontario, and in Nova
Scotia too, and if this was done for the pur-
pose of obtaining a party advantage in the
ed constituericies, then the Liberale can
hardly be blamed if they exercise a like privi
lege and undo the wrongs that were done their
party. At the present stage of political
partizanship in Canada, it is highly improb-
able that either party would attempt an al-
teration of electoral divisions without creat-
ing the new lines in its own interests, and
so we may as well call such redistribution

-\\ot geats, gerrymandering; its practice is en-

tirely opppesed to justice and liberty and ie
a flagrant political iniquity. If it is found

y to effect a change in the represen-
tation of any constituency, the change should

not take place under political auspices.

—There is no lack of gold in the United
States treasury now, its condition contrast-
ing strongly with the opening months of
1896 when the gold reserve had dwindled to
less than fifty million dollars and a panicky
feeling prevailed throughout the whole
country. The wonderful elasticity of the
revenues has apparently solved the financial
problem. Now the treasury contains over
two hundred millions of gold and the amount
is steadily increasing. There is no longer
any manifest anxiety on the part of holders
of silver certificates to change them into
gold, and consequently but little local de-
mand for the heavy and inconvenient yellow
currency. It makes but little difference to

~the people what the intrinsic value of a sil-
ver dollar may be 80 long as this stability of

the national financial inatitution is assured.

The Transvaal Crisis.

(New York Times.)

London, May 23.—The news of the sc-
called high treason plot in the Transvaal
threw political circles into something like a
panic for a few hours on Wednesday morn-
ing. Subsequent telegrams, however, and a
little reflection, speedily reduced the affair
to its proper proportions. Seven of the con-
spirators have been arrested. Oae of these,

remblatt, is admitted to be a secret service
agent of the Transvaal government. Two
others, Patterson and Mitchell, were un
doubtedly acting in collusion with him, and
two more, Ellis and Dane Fries, have asked
to be allowed to turn state’s eviience. Thus
five of the seven were plotting at “least as
much for the Transvaal Government as

gainst it. ponsible despatches from
Pretoria describe all seven as *“irresponsible
loafers.” The belief is now general here
that the whole plot was produced by Boer
sgents provocateurs. And for two reasons :
First, President Kruger is well known to
have spent enormoue sums of money on the
secret service, and to have recently expressed
his opinion that this money was wasted.
The secret gervice, therefore, felt that its
easy and lucrative occupation was gone un-
Jess it could show some result. Second,
Kruger himeelf has realized that the de
mands of the Uitlanders for the franchise
and the observance of the London convention
can no longer be bluffed off ; and, seeing the
jaws of the vice slowly but surely closing
upon him, he would be far from unwilling to
profit by any sympathy which aoy treacher-
ous armed plot against the Transvaal would
be sure to evoke. Seeing that the Transvaal
is armed to the teeth with every preparation
for war, the notion that half a dozen loafers
could seriously attempt to overthrow it is
too ridiculous. I think the affair will have
no further importance. I have frequently
warned you, however, that the South African
situation was full of danger, and the pro

ected meeting between President Kruger
and Sir Alfred Milner does not remove this.
Sir Alfred has long desired to meet the
Teansvaal President, but always regarded a
visit to the Transvaal as impossible owing to
_the enthusiastic Uitlander demonstrations
which would weloome him and cause great
nnpleasantless with the Boers, He is, I
