Then eame on a perivd of ternble
perscention, bt thetrath of God-trivmphed ; and now, w that-distriet,
there ive not less than 8Q0 converts from_Romanism, wlile at least-200
more-have-carnied-reformed hearts to Linds beyond the sea, or the land
beyond the grave ; thirty-two are eitherncnng s teachers and readers,
or preparing 1o teach others that truth which has made themselves en-
hghtened and free. o

Tt has
b *n repeatediy published, on high authority, that, in the dioceso ot "Tvam
alone, there-are 10,000 convorts- from-Popery 5 and the Rev. Wi Mar-
able, m his pamphleton Insh-Chareh Migsions, states that 30,000 con-
verts have,-within the'last two years, been, by varions Surteties, brought
out-of Romanism,

In-Connaught,-tho chiof aphere-of the Episcopalian-miscion i Ireland,
an well'as an ‘I'yrone, -Kerry, Birr, and other places, the 1nsh Preshy-
terian church, aided by the-Free chureh of Seotland, have, for many vears,
cmployed a varied and powerful agency. What renders the Preshy-

dneed udastry 3 he teiumphed over oppasition inmanv a-savage farm g
Yie wasagent, in the time of famine-and pestilence, fora large and varied
benevolence 3 he was the breaker-up of the way, over whole counties, for
others wlio now prafit by his labours ; and the news of his tnals, tols,
and succese, created a wide interest, and kindled a-noble zeal, whieh
continue steadily to furnish for the Connunght mission-field large means,
and self-dented; faithful men.  Ten more of their number have gone after
hun to the same field, volunteers for-the privations, oppositions, and hand-
ships of wild Connanght—their aim bemg to convart Romanists, not to
a seet, but to Christ ,-henee somo of them labour nnder the special pa-
tronage of pious Episcopalians, and some preacii_in houses of worship
bnlt for them by pious Episropalians 1 and-all of them have so endeared
themselves 1o the poor Roman Cathalies of the west, whose-children
they teach, and whose-homes they visit in the hours of sichness and

T'hete is not only no use in denying theso statements, but it would bo an
aet of treachery to the best interests of the Catholic church to-conceal
them, or even to pass the matter over asa thing-of no great moment. But
there is-no Catholic-who dues not regard the movement—if he-be-a sen-
sithle and- sineere une, and not a brawler and- a mountebank—with, we
were_gnoing to say, dismay, but-wo shall-substitute for the word,-indigna-
tion-and shame.”
