For tne Corowiar Fanstéd.

Ste,— was « ratified by rcading a communication from Mr. N,
A. Coster, of Parrsborough Rectory, in the Colonial Farmer for
June, treating o he imposerishing effects of burning new land for
the first erop.  Many years ago I have thought on this subject,
I sce with regret large tracis of country, which I formerly wit-
nessed covered with a luxuriant and heavy crop of timbet, now
reduced nearly to a barren, the soil of which will producelittie else
than stunted bushes and weeds. The cause of this desolating
change is easy to account for, on philosophical principles. Thé
portions of land here atluded to wefe expused to the vialent hurri-,
canes which formerly visited this country, one in the year 1798,
and another at d later period, which Taid prostrate the whole of the
timber thercon. Iere were accumulated: the vegetation of two 62
three hundred years in the shape of timber undergrowth, réots,
moss, &e. Thus we may suppose that cvery particle of vegetable
food, consisting eithet of carbon ot ealts of the various afkalics
which form this food, were extracted to the depth to-which the
roots of the timber had formerly penetrated. The deca _'6f‘iﬁi}
mass inia-for years renders it highly combustible in-dry seaséps;
