Sidney, Sept. 18.—Wheat is nearly all
stacked and threshing is in full swing.
The average is 15 to 18 bushals,

Carberry, Sept. 21.—Tho result of the
threshings of wheat is very disazpointing.
Where 80 bushels to the acre was expected
from 20 to 22 is being realized ; where 20 was
expected, 12 to 15 is the result; and on light
land, where from 12 to 15 was considered to
bo a conservative estimate, from 6 to 10is the
output. On the whole, the thresher reveals
that wo have one-third less wheat than we
expeoted. The average, on the whole, will
be from 12 to 15 hushe!s per acro.

Indian Head, Sept. 19.—Some of our far-
mers who have finished threshing aro quite
satisfied with tho yield per acre and quality
of the erain. Crops on the experimental
farm are much better than had been the case
in any previous year; the yield is Jarger,
the grain more plump, and much better
matured.

Pure manilla, 9 to ¢
for 7-16 an1 upwards, and 10¢ for smaller
sizes.”

The map is clear and
well printed and shows at 2 glance all objocts
of interest. Parks, schools, churches, public
buildings, etc., are shown on the map in
colors. Circles on the map show tho distanco
from the post office, tho post oflice being taken
at the centro of tha city. These circles show
that the mcst distant point within the city
boundary is about 4§ miles from tho post
offico. Altogether the map is a splendid
guide to tho city, and with its help any point
of interest can be quickly located, even by a
person not intimately acquainted with the
city.
