band ;tlingues simple and equal. 'lihe nsetatarsi and tarsi on the hindlegs have usually only minute apical bands, but occasionally tise tarsal
bands insolve both joints.

lVings lighit, heavily covered with dark and light scales, formuiîg onthe costal psortion spots as follows :Apex light, extending on tip) of Estlong. aîsd upjper branch of -iid long., then a short dark spot, whichlucludes ist long. and tipper brancb of 2nd long., followed by a lîght spot,
about one-tbird longer than the dark, and extending also on ist long.;second dark spot aboAt as long as tIse îreceding one, and extends onsst long.; then a light spsot followed by the tlîird dark spot, wlsich is muchthe longest of tIse dark spots, includes the sut> costa its full lesgth, sndextending on the i st iu the centre, suggests the 'IT " of Rossii; there isalso at times a second dark spot on the ist long. under this long one (likethe marking in Lsidow*), and the relative lengths of ail tIse costal spotsvary s0 much that no measuiremeuts can be deîsended on. l'ie fourthspot is shorter again, and extends on thie sub-costa and ist long. Acouple of small indelinite dark spots ou the costa only at the base of thewing. The wing field remiuds one strongly of Lrid/ow, and is fairlystable ; i st submarginal is sliglitly longer and about the saine wîdtis asthe 2ud posterior celI ; bases nearly on., line, and the celîs are nohiceablylonger than those ils Luid/oii, is whicls tîsis sîsecles resembles Rosiui.

Supernumerary cross-vein about haîf the leugth of the mid, which it mssets,and posterior cross-velu is also about the samne length, and about two andont:-haîf times its length from the nsid. Halteres light, kuob fuscous,
Fringe mottled, light at apex of cells. Length, 3.5 Mus.

Habitat :Philippsine Islaîids. Taken May <Bayamîsan), Sept. (Mani-
garin>, 1)ec. (Guimaras Is.), etc.

This species (iccurs witiî Lud/owj at varions pîlaces, and until Mr.Theobald called my attention to tIse differences I believed it to be Rossji,which it strong>. resembles. l'lie geuseral coloiiriîig is, however, darker
in 'this resemliiig Lud/owi, aud its great variability makes it extremely
liard to place detinitely. lis relationslsip to these iwo species May be
indicated as follows

%Viîg s'euatioîs like Rossji, aud is constant. Palîsai narkiîîgs andgeneral colour lite Liii/owi, also constanst. Femoral markings (whenpreseîît) like Rc.çsii, neyer like Ludowi. WVing nîarkings extremely
variable, sud usay resenîble either species. 'lhle bsalance seenss to lie infavour of Roisi, aisd 1 have tîserefore referred it to that species.
