Athal or athel in Low Dutch an-
swers by tar usvpl rule to adal or edel
in Mligh German, The full name 1w there-
ore vo doubt Atialrvie, Latinised in its
eqrliest snape as Athalaricus, aaxd  then
genevally shortencld  to Alaricus or Alarie,
taouga the longer form survives in our
autiorities,

The Igh German variant is Udalriel,
wimilarly contracted for convenience in-
to Ulrich, Iliner we got in' English three
derivatives—Ataelric, Alaric (Watts), and
litrie, the Inst heing borowed direet from
the Germaa sont, wio was Archbighop

of Augsburg. The French hpve also Alarie,
Ulrie, naml Olery—a truly native variant,
Ital wa s Amlarico and Ulrico; but the
Sp narands seem {o diave skipped it, as
vhey have also don's the cognate Athel-
bert, .01 1bort, Albeat, awmd Alboeto, which
renppear in Iigh Germam as Adalbert and
Albredht. Charbert, too, is only cexplie-
wble wh n we regard it ay  the strong
Trankish form of IHercb hitt, which softens
in Jpter Eoaglish into Iletbert, St. Haribert
of Colo.mn: b aes the selfl same name in
ain mterm dinte shape which bridges over
e differdnee, Genrie of the Vandals, bet-
ter known to us ng Genserie, 820ws an in-
trusive vowel quite itnalogous to Alaric’s.
