H1. If any Signatory Government renounces its shares or part of its shares il
German reparation as set out in the above Table of Shares-, or if it withdraw
from the Inter-Allied Reparation Agency at a time when ail or part of it
shares in German reparation remain unsatisfied, the shares or part thereof1 tht'
renounced or remaining shall be distributed rateably among the other Signator.
Governments.

ARTiCL1E 2

Settlement of Claims against Germany

A. The Signatory Goveruments a gree among themsýel-Ves that their respect
ive shares of reparation, as determined by the present Agreement, shail b
regarded by each of themn as covering ail its dlaims and those of its nationl
against the former German Government and ifs, Agencies, of a governmente
or private nature, arising out of the war (which are not otherwise provide,
for), including costs of German occupation, -credits> aequired during occupatiOý
on clearing accounts and dlaims. -against the Reichskreditkassen.

B. The provisions of paragraph A above are without prejudice Vo:

(i) The deterinination ut the proper time -of the f orms, duration or tot9
amnount of reparation to be made by Germany;

(ûi) The right which each Signatory Government may have with resPK
to te final settlement of German reparation, and

(iii) Any political, territorial or other demnands which any SignaVor.
Goviernment may put forward with respect Vo the pe&ce settiement 'wit
Germany.

C. Notwithstandîng anything in the provisions of paragraph A above, tiI
present Agreement shaîl not be considered as affecting:

(Î) The obligation of the appropriate authorities in Germany Vo, secure
a future date the diseharge of claims against Germany and German national
arising out of contracts and other obligations entered inVo, and riglits acquiTe
Ibefore the existence of a state of war between Germany and the Sign9.tO
Government. concernied or before the occupation of its territory by GenT'1
whichever was earlier;

(ii) The claims of Social Insurance Agencies of the Signatory Goveinimit
or the dlaimrs of their nationals against the Social Insurance Agencies of
former German Governmnent; and

(iii) Bankuotes of the Reichsbank and the Rentenbank, it being urid
stood that their realization shall not have the resuit. of red'ucing improPel
the aniaunt of reparation and shahl noV be effected without the approval Of
Control Council for Gerxnany.

D). ?Notwit.hstanding the provisions of paragra.ph A of this Article,
Signatory Governmnents agree that, so far as they are concerned, the Czeý
slovak Government wihIl be üntitled to draw upon the Giro Account of
National Bank of Ozecho>shovakia at the Reichsbank, shouId such action
decided upon by the Czechoslovak Governnýent and approved by the. Cot
Council for Germany, in connection with the movement from CzechosloVaý
to Germany of former Czeohoslovak nationals.
