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unconstitutional (U.S. authorities may appeal). Four trials are now underway,
involving five accused and one has been convicted. The Tribunal handed down its
first judgement in the Akayesu trial on September 2, 1998, as Jean-Paul Akayesu
was found guilty of genocide.

Canada has provided $1 million in voluntary contributions, and several
Canadians are working for the Tribunal in a variety of capacities.
