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(7) the prompt inland transportation of ail equipment,
products, niaterials, supplies and other iniported goods
required for the execution of projects, f rom the port
of entry into Vietnam to project sites, including the
obtaining of priority service by Vietnamese forwarding
and transportation agents where necessary;

(8) permission frot the relevant ministry or ministries
ta use ail means of communication efficially approved
in Vietnam, such as transmitter-receivers and telephone
and telegraph networks, in accordance with the needs
of a specific project and the applicable acte and
regulations;

(9) reports, records, mapa, statistics and other
information.reiated to projects and likely to assiet
Canadian personnel in carrying out their duties,
provided that this information is flot classified and
has no relation ta national security;

(10) te facilitate the issuance of a driver's licence by tht
Socialist Republic of Vietnam Republic to Canadian
personnel and their dependants, provided a valid
Canadien driver'. licence i. produced;

(11) ail other measures vithin the jurisdiction of the
Government of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam vhich
may facilitate the executien of projects.

II. The Government of the Socialist Republic of Vietnamn shall
permit Canadian personnel and their dep"ndants accens to
medical and dental services at government hospitals.

III. The Government of the Socialiat Republic of Vietnami
acknowîedges that each meimber of Canadian personnel shahl 1
entitled te a period of leave of 30 days a year.
