I have the hanour to refer to No. 127 of November 16, 1955, from tl.
United States Ambassador i Ottawa ta the Secretary of State for Externý
Affairs, to his reply, Note X263, of November 17, 1955, and ta recent discussiox
between officiais of the St. Lawrence Seaway Authority of Canada and tl.
Saint Lawrence Seaway Development Corporation of the United States regarc
inig the relocation of that part of the Roosevelt Bridge which crosses t-
Cornwall south channel.

Since the New Yorkc Central Railroad has decided ta abandon its railwe
lie tram the mainland of the United States ta Cornwall, Ontario, I have tlÎhanaur ta propose the following, which has been agreed ta between the S
Lawrence Seaway Autharity and the Saint Lawrence Seaway Developmei
Corporation:

1. The existing south span of the Roosevelt Bridge shail be replacE
by a high-level highway bridge over the south channel instead of by
bridge at Pally's Gut as previously agreed.

2. The St. Lawrence Seaway Authority and the Saint Lawrence Seawe
tDevelopment Corporation shall be jointly responsible.

(a) far the plans and the construction o! the new bridge, the cost
wbich. sliall lie shared by ecd entity 'ïn proportion ta the woi
for which it is responsible, it being understood that the St. Lam
rence Seaway Authority shall le responsible for the constructic

3. The St. Lawrence Seaway Autharity and the Saint Lawrence Seawa
IDevelopment Corporation shall each have the responsibility in the terr
ttories of their respective countries
