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And Whereas the government bas promised to submit a Redistribution bill
during the present session;

And Whereas it is important that any desirable electoral reforms be adopted
in conjunction with Redistribution;

Therefore be it Resolved,-
That in the opinion of this House the alternative vote method should be

adopted for use in future elections for this flouse in ail single member con-
stituencies where more than two candidates are running for election.

After Debate thereon, the question being put on the said motion; it was
agreed, to.

Mr. Good, seconded by Mr. Brown, moved,-Whereas the special committee
on Proportional Representation appointed at the last session of the last parlia-
ment reported in 'favour of the adoption of the alternative vote method of
election in ail single member constituencies when more than two candidates were
running for election, and also found mucli menit in the system of truc Propor-
tional Representation;

And Whereas the hast general election bas fully demonstrated the many
senious anomalies of the existing electoral system;

And Whereas this matter was debatcd at the Iast session of the present par-
fiament but did not reach a vote;

And Whereas Vie goverument has promised to submit a Redistribution bill
during the present session;

And Whereas it is important that any desirable ehectoral reforms be adopted
in conjunction with Redistribution;

Therefore be it Resolved,-
That in the opinion of this flouse, for the purpose of demonstrating the

working and effects of the system of true Proportional Representation, one or
more multi-member constituencies should be constituted by the Redistribution
legislation in which that system should be applied at the next general election.

After Debate thereon, the question bcing put on the said motion; it was
negatived, on the following division:
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
