Question No. 2,847-Mr. Irvine:

this centennial year to introduce a special stamp
or in some other way to recognize the great con-
tributions made by Sir Charles Edward Saunders,
the originator and founder of Marquis wheat,
who was born in our confederation year in London,
Ontario, and (a) if so, of what will the recogni-
tion consist (b) If not, for what reason?

Hon. Jean-Pierre Côté (Postmaster Gen-
eral): The answer is no, Mr. Speaker. As a
result of the contribution the Canada Post
Office is making in commemorating the cen-
tennial of confederation, the philatelic pro-
gram for 1967 is one of the heaviest in
Canada's history. Numerous outstanding sub-
jects were suggested for portrayal on postage
stamps, but it was necessary to defer many
worthy suggestions even though they were
of national and international significance.

GREECE-INQUIRY AS TO RECOGNITION OF

NEW RÉGIME AND SAFETY OF CANADIANS
On the orders of the day:
Mr. T. C. Douglas (Burnaby-Coquitlam):

Mr. Speaker, may I direct a question to the
Prime Minister regarding the new régime
which has come to power in Greece by a
military coup d'etat. In view of the fact that
this government appears to be a military dic-
tatorship which has suspended many of the
democratie provisions of the constitution and
imprisoned a number of political leaders, I
want to ask the Prime Minister if Canada
intends to recognize the new régime and con-
tinue diplomatic relations with that govern-
ment.

Right Hon. L. B. Pearson (Prime Minister):
Mr. Speaker, the question of recognition of a
new régime is an important one, and it will
be considered by the government. Meanwhile
I do not think I can say anything else about
the change in the internal government of
Greece.

Mr. Douglas: A supplementary question,
Mr. Speaker. Has the Canadian government
considered withholding recognition until such
time as there is some indication of the resto-
ration of democratic rights in that country
and some assurance given with respect to the
security of the political prisoners?

Mr. Pearson: Of course, Mr. Speaker, that
is a hypothetical question. As far as the latter
part of the question is concerned, we have no
information which would lead us to believe
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
