RESULTS OF SURVEY 0F FOREIGN OWNED
SUBSIDIARIES IN CANADA

the press release he issued yesterday concern-
ing the survey of foreign owned subsidiaries
in Canada. The minister said hie had had a
good response from 266 of the 820 subsidiary
companies operating in Canada. Since this
response comes from less than one third of the
companies I want ta ask the minister whether
in his opinion this is a good response, and
when hie expects to get a reply from the ather
554 companies.

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. I do not think
this question is in order.

Mr. Douglas: Then may I rephrase it, Mr.
Speaker. I merely ask the minister, in view of
the fact that the response is from iess than
one third of the subsidiaries operating in
Canada, when he expects to get replies from
the other 554 companies.

Hon. Robert Winters (Minister cf Trade and
Commerce>: Mr. Speaker, I think I should
answer that question because it leaves a mis-
Ieading impression. Virtually ail the campa-
nies we wrote to asking for this kind of
information replied. A very smali percentage
of companies have not yet replied, but have
said they wili reply.

Mr. Douglas: A supplementary question.
May I ask the minister why only 266 compa-
nies out of 820 mentioned by the minister in
his report were asked for information?

Mr. Winters: I think the hon. member must
he misinterpreting sorne of the figures, and I
wiil have a chat with him.
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
