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jealous over ourselves lest we
the Holy Spirit of God whereby we are

sealed unto the day of redemption."

(Eph. iv. 30.)

Dear reader, however weak your faith

may be, rest assured of this, that the

blessed One who has won your confidence

will never change.
'* Jesus Christ is the same yesterday,

and to-day and foreter." (Heb. xiii. 8.)

The work He has accomplished will

never change.
'' Whatsoever God doeth, it shall be for-

ever, nothing can be put to it nor any-
thing taken from it." (Eccles. xii. 14.)

The word He has spoken will never
change..

" The grass withereth and the flower
