London, Feb. 9.—The Statlet, one of
the leading financial weeklies vot Great
Britain, deals this week with the Alge-
ciras conference in a long leader. The
article predicts a failure to reach a con-

clusion gatisfactory to France, and ~on-
sequently, continued uneasiness in the
ccmmercial world, while at the same
time the writer believes that war will
not result, . The point of The Statist’s
conclusions is that President Roosevelt
alone can save the situation, “‘juet as he
alone was able to bring about peace be-
tween Russia and Japan.” \
The Statist, after dealing with the
crux of the situation, namely, the polic-
ing of Morocco, upholds France’s right
to demand that she should be given
power to maintain order and to main-
tain a police force. The Statist does
mot believe from present indications
that Germany will yleld the point, that
country preferring to humiliate France,
with the result of tying up for an in-
definite period the immense sums of
money now held inactive in France,

“are afraid to meddle
and France, and England can do no-
thing that would seem contrary either
to the spirit or the letter of the Anglo-

St. Petersburg, Feb, 9.—The war be~
iween the fighting organization of the
revolutionists and the so-called Black
Hundreds assumej a new phase to-
night when a band of Reds surrounded
! the Cabaret Schlusselberg-Chaussee, on
: the bank of ‘the Newsky River, a.b.ove
! the city, and threw a bomb among an
assemblage ‘of workmen. The Reds
thep opened fire on the panicstricken
inmates of the cabaret, killing two and
seriously wounding eighteen, of which
latter one died while being taken to tha
hospital. Military detachments which
are constantly patrolling the turbulent
industrial suburbs hurried to the scena
of the disturbance. reinforced by dra-
goons and police from the .city, and
threw a cordon around the whole dis-
trict.

The foregoing table is against the policyholder to this extent—that the
one hundred and forty.nine millions of total insurance is represented by
only part of the premiums, Avoutf one.fifth of the premiums pald namely,
$937,000, is not for insurance at all, hut for profits’ which he may or may
not get, according to the pleasure of the gentlemen to whom he entrusts his
money,

So that, really  $149,000,000 is the capital value of the premiums actually

paid for insurance, which is $3748 589, or $937,000 less than the gross pre.
miums paid,
' The capital value of the gross' premiums paid is, under sound and econ.
omical management $187 000,000. Therefore the capital value of the $937,000
pald for profits is over $37,000,000. That sum in 1904 brought back to the
policyholders $75,693 Of course profits are not being paid to.day on the full
amount of income to.day, K because with these companies you have to whistle
twenty years before you get any of the profits you haye paid for,

But with a rapidly increasing premium income the Canada Life payment
of dividends to policyholders in 1904 was less than one.third of what it was
in.1898; so that, whatever the actual result of a long working out of com.
plicated figures would be, the policyholder is getting infinitely less than he
ought to get,

Who is the shareholder? What money does he put up and what does he
get for it? A few years ago the Canada Life was doing an enormous busi.
ness on a capital of $125 000, For the necessities of lns‘urance. as distinct
