London, Jan. 6.—The reply of Lord Salis-
bury to the proposal of Emperor Nicholas
for a disarmament conference of the pow-
€rs, which js just published, promises the
cordial co-operation of the British Govern-
rent, and asks for an indication of the
heads of discussion at the confetence,

In the course of the document, which was
transmitted through the Rt, Hon, Sir Char.
les Stewart Scott, British Ambassador at
S Petersburg, Lord Sallsbury assures
the Czar of the ‘s cordial sym-
pithy, He goes on to say: ‘“Ihis sympathy
s not confined to the Government, but is
equally shaved by popular cpenion, wihich
o Tewti s SVt b7 e sumer:

Lbons adop ¥ public meetings
and socferies. Ihere are, indeed, few nu-
tions, ¥ any, which, both on the grounds
of ffeeling and inierest, Li'e move concerued
in the maintenance of general peace than
Great Britain. The siatements wihich coi-
sudtuted ithe {of ithe Kmperor's
proposal are but too well justifiea, it is
untortunately true- that, ‘wille a wesire
for the maintenapce of peace 1s genmerally
professed, and while, ~in facr, serious. and
succezsful efforts on. more one recemt
occasion have been wade thint-objedt
by the great powers, there has been a cou-

nation: 4o increase ttg urmed force, and add
to the already vast expenditure on the
appliances of war,

*“The penfection of the instruments thus
brought Into use, their” extreme costliness
and the horrible carnage and destruction
which would ensue from their employment
on a lange scale, hrae acted no doubt as a
serious deterrent drom. war, but the bur-
dens imposed by this process on the popula-
tions affected, must, If prolonged, produce
a feeling of unrest and discontent, menac-
ing to both imternal and external tranquil-
Ity.”

Lord Saolishury says: ‘“‘Her Majesty's Gov-
ernment will gladly co-operate with the pro-
posed effort to provide a remedy for the
evils and,.if in any degree it succeeds, they
feel that the sovereign to whose suggestion
it 1s due 'will have richly earned the grati-
tude of the world at large.”

Lord Salisbnry then promises that a dele-
gate and rvepresentative will take part in
the proposed conference whenever the In-
vitation is received, and expresses the hope
that the invitation may be accompanied by
some indication ‘of the special points to
which the attention of the eouference is to
be directed, as a guide in the selection of
the British representativie and his assistants,
