Rev. Dr. Livingstone Tells :a Most
Thrilling Story of His Escape
in Zululand.

HE SPEAKS OF BOER BRIBERY

And Tells of the Causes Which Led
’ Up to the Present Long
War,

An interesting story about Hoers and
Boerdom in general was told in 'Irinity
Medical School, Spruce-street, last night,
by Rev. Dr. Livingstone, who is a graduate
of Trinity Medical College and has for the
past. few years been living with somewhat
undesirable neighbors in South Africa, He
practised his profession in Ladysmitinrand
was afterwards distriet surgeon for the
Natal Government in Zululand. He 15 an
escaped prisoncr from the Boers in this
war.

Troaubles of the Ultlanders.

The troubles of the Uitlanders were told
by him in detail, and he had a very large
and sympsthctllc audience, many of whom
‘were ladies. He said Kruger could not live
with the Ultlanders and could not ‘ive
without them. Dr. Livingstone dweit on
the law which prohibited the teaching of
the English language in the sChools, and
also on the press law which prevented any
of the newspapers making any uncompli-
mentary references to President Kruger's
sons-in-law. The franchise law there, as
explained by the lecturer, must have been
enough to make anybody want to tight.
He said that to have a vote in the Trans-
vaal it was necessary for the appheant
te renounce his own country and be on
probation for 14 years. He ca'led this the

‘‘purgatory service,” and after 14 years of
it the pmrivilege to vete dependeda on the
cparacier given ipe applicanc by his Boer
neighbors. 10 cap ic ull, the convered
Uluianaer was not allowed to vote at ail
uutil pe was 40 years of age.

uross Corruption Everywhere,

Dr. Livingstone said no man could be in
South Africa tne last few years and not be
aware of the gross corruption practised
by Aruger ana s hirehugs, Uuawss Le
bept ms eyes and nis ears saut. He told
how. Boers convicted of c¢rimes by fair
magistrate could appeal to the Presideat,
who was the only Court of Appeal, and
being Boers tney were invanably pardoned.
He cited instances of this kind which had
come under his direct knowledge, and he
also instanced cases or gross brivery whleh
bhad been condomed by the Transvaal Gov-
ernpment.

A Certain Per Cent., Honest,

The speaker said that a certain per ceat
of tne boers were homest ana good per-
sons, but or the real Boers It was a small
percentage.

He tola how Kruger had been preparing
for war for 10 years under the eyes of
British officials who had not looked upon
the state of affairs as serious at all.

Boers at Most 80,000,

Of the Boer troops in the ficld, Dr. Liv-
ingstone stated that there were sat most
80,000, and they were all at the front. He
gave a detailed <description of Ladysmith
and the scenes of Buller's battles, and he
| told of the hardships of the British women
and children who had been compeiled to iy
before the advance of the Boers. .

When Dr. Livingstone was appointed as
district medical health officer under the
Natal Government, he was sent to Un-
guvuma, Swaziland. On Supday, Oct. 29,
1899, he was captured there by the Boers,
as he was leaving the place. He gays that
if the Government would have consentsd
he and others could have stopped the pass:s
which the Boers took thru Zululand, with
1000 natives, but the Government wonld
not consent, As a result the gueriila band
of Boers came to Unguvuma, looted and
burned the houses, including Dr, Living-
stone’'s, and took captives,

Tale of His Escape,

A thrilling tale of escape, which -sounds
almost like a fairy story, was told by the
doctor,

It was night, and the moon and stars
wete ohscured,

It was very dark and the darkness was
made even more dense by a thick fog,

Four bad looking Boers had been assign.
ed to watch him,

¥neh had a loaded rifie,

His desire for liberty was uncontrotinble,

One of the watchful Boers was stirving
up the dying embers of a fire, two others
were sitting with their loaded ritles acrows
thelr knees,

THOUGHT THEY WERE THE BOERS.

Belenkuered at Kimberley Did Neot
Believe That the British

Were So Near.

Modder River, Monday, Feb, 19.—Altho
the rapid march of Gen. French’s diwision
was marked by a number of conflicts, his
actual entry inte Kimberiey was unoppos-
ed, When the British were still elght miles
off, the sigualling corps invercepted a
heliograph message from the belcaguered
garrison to Modaer River, saying:

“I'he Boers are sheiling the town.”

The advancing column repited: *“This is
Gen. KFrench coming to the rehef of mim-
berley.”

The garrison was incredulous,and thought
the message was a Boer ruse, and nasoed
the query:

*“*What regiment are you?"

The reply satisted the defenders of
Kimberley?

And the People Did Cheer,

Anxiously. awaited succor was at hand,
and a few hours later Gen. French, at the
head of a column, made a triumphant en-
try into the place, the people surrounding
the troops and interminginig with them,
cheering wildly, grasping the soldiers’
hands, waving flags, hats and handEer-
chiefs, and exhibiting in a bhundred ways
the intensity of theiwr joy, The inhabit-
ants had been on short rations for some
time," eating horseflesh, and living in bhur-
rows under heaps of mine refuse, Dimin-
ishing rations had been served out daily at
11 o’c¢lock in the market square under the
shell fire of the enemy, whose guns opened
on the square whenever the inhabitants as-
sembled,

Rhodes Kept Natives Quiet,

Thruout the siege Cecil Rhodes provided
the natives with work, and food, and thus
kept them quiet.

The miles of convoy bringing provisions
for the relief column of the town, slowly
winding its way gcross the plain in the
direction of Kimberley, was the gladdest
sight which had greeted the eyes of the
besieged for four months,

Many Horses Died.

Gen. Irench’s march was so rapid and
the heat so intense that many of his horses
died of exhaustion,

Boers Were Desperate.

At the crossing of the Modder River the
Boers bolted, leaving their tents, guns,
oxen, wagons and large quantities of am-
munition in the hands of the British,
Moving northward, the Boers again at-
tempted to stem the advance, but Gen,
French turned their.flank, and reached his
goal with insignificant losseg—seven men
killed and 35 wounded, during three days,
from Wednesday, Feb. 14, to Friday, Feb,
16, After a night's rest at Kimberley,
Gen, French’'s column pursued the Boers
to Drontveld, surrounded the kopjes on
whic¢h they were posted, and shelled them
till nightfall, when the Doers fled, leaving
many dead.

Gen. Cronje left a gun, his tents, food
and clothes at Magersfontein,
