Canadian View of Harvest Outlook 
ln the U.S.

Lean out
k l Queen

New York. July 10.—A correspondent 
from Thorold, Ont., writing to The New 
York Post says : The present interesting 
situation of your crops, and the decrease 
in wheat exports from the United States, 
excite very natural Interest here. This de­
creased export has not been wholly 
foreseen in Canada, altho the decline has 
occurred rather earlier than was expected. 
Should the falling off be continuous and 
gradual, it is confidently expected that the 
deficiency, resulting to nations hitherto im­
porting from you, will be supplied from 
the Dominion. The increased production 
north of the 49th parallel Is keeping pace 
with the increased consumption south of 
that line. Moreover, Canada has for the 
last two years been counting on certain nd- 

! vantages that should enable her to compete 
successfully with the republic in the Liver­
pool market, even tho the United States 
surplus crop should continue to eqnal that 
of 1902.

On this side of the line the United Staten 
is regarded as having reached its maximum 
production, and Canada as merely beginning 
to show Its possibilities. In the first place, 
nearly all of the land suitable for wheat- 
raising in tho republic has been taken up, 
whilo in Manitoba alone th*re are 22,000.000 
fertile acres as yet untouched by th#» plow. 
As a consequence, land in the Western 
States has pnormously Increaspd ln value, 
while on this side of the boundary line 
prices are still merely nominal. Hence the 
Dakota, Minnesota and Kansas wheat-grow­
er, who can seR his farm for $40 or $50 nn 
acre, crosses over into Canada, where for 
himself and each of his grown sons he -an 
get a homestead of 160 acres free, and can 
add as much land more as he pleases at 
from $5 to $12 an acre, according to its dis­
tance from the railway line.
