The former emperor Is now confined 
in a small house, with only one or two 
attendants, and no strangers are al­
lowed to approach him. He complains 
that the guards recently have been rude 
and meddlesome. M. Sverdloff, of the 
Bolshevik cabinet, says that Nicholas 
must reconcile himself to the fact that 
he is a prisoner of the soviet.

The question of the ultimate fate of 
the former emperor, the dispatch adds, 
will soon be brought to a decision.
