BANKRUPTCY ACT
- BROAD IN SCOPE
G. T. Clarkson, F.CA., Ex-

plains Its Provisions at
Accountants’ Convention.

G. T. Clarkson, F.C.A., was’ theprin-

cipal speaker yesterday afternoon, at
the annual convention of the Domin-
jon Association of Chartered Account-
ants, which opened a three days' ses-
sion yesterday morning at tne For-
esters’ Hall, 22 College ptreet. There
were about 126 delegates in attend-
ance, representing all provineés in the
Dominion.

“The Bankruptcy Act’ was the sub-
ject of the address delivered by Mr.
Clarkson, who was one of-the mem-
bers of a committee representing the
trustees and liguidators in practice
here, who conferred with the Dominion
government and presented their views
with regard to certain points and see-
tions in the act that they thought
might be improved. Some sixty. recom-
mendations were made by the commit-
tee, and there were not more than two
or three that were not accepted.

Bankruptcy Act’s Scope.

‘““The  bankruptcy act,” stated ‘Mr.
Clarkson, “governs all matters affect-
ing the insolvency of individual part-
nerships, or corporations in all parts
of Canada, with the exception of build-
ing societies, banks, savings banks, in-
surance companies, trust companies,
loan companies or railway companies,
which will continue to be wound up,
when insolvent, under the provisions
of the winding-up act. In the drafting
of the bankruptey act, the benefits
provided by the procedure employed
under the assignment acts have been
recognized, and the liquidation of
estates is, as under the assignment
acts, left almost entirely in the hands
of creditors, with the r\igHt of reference
to the court at times and under such
circumsances only as are deemed
necessary. In this way, economy in
the liquidations of estates is hoped for,
and many of the disadvantages met
with and the expenses of the Domin-
ion winding-up act are expected to be
done away with.”

Curb on Dishonesty.

: After comprehensively dealing with
the act by sections, the speaker stated
that under this act an honest or un-
fortunate debtor could obtain a dis-
charge from his liabilities, while a
fraudulent or dishonest debtor could
not obtain the discharge from his
creditors without the approval of a
court. Thus the incentive to commit
fraud and thereafter compound K with
the creditors for the best rate pos-
sible is withdrawn. .

“It will be seen then that ‘the bank-
ruptey act will be of benefit, in that
the basis for the winding up of estates
thruout Canada are standardized by it,
and the different assignment 'acts.
with their varying provisions super-
seded. It will be of benefit also, in
that the unfair preferences which have
been obtained in several provinces will
be done away with and the $roperties
of debtors left to the creditors for the
creditors to whom they belong.”

The delegates adjourned to the
King Edward Hotel, where the annual
banquet was held.
