LEAGUE OF NATIONS
SECURITY PROTOCOL

France is First to Sign, Fol-
lowed by Five Other
Nations.

HISTORIC DEBATE!

Last Speaker, a- Woman,
Pleads That War be For-
ever Banished.

Geneva, Oct. 2.—Represent-
atives of 47 nations unanimously
approved the League of Nations
arbitration, security and disarm-
ament protocol, today, and six
signed immediately, on behalf of
their governments.

France was the first to sign
the protocol, which her spokes-
men declared had marked the
end of war. Poland, Latvia,
Esthonia, Bulgaria and Serbia
also signed.

In the closing debate, speak-
ers declared that once the cove-

ments should be ratified and put
into effect, the nmext project
would be an economic protocol
to remove the causes of war.

disputes.

Fifty-seven delegations supported the
resolution, which was ‘divided into two
parts. The first recommended to the
earnest attention of all members of the
League acceptance of the protocol which
provides, in addition to clauses covering
arbitration and security, for theprep-
aration for an international conference
of the of the reduction of armaments.

she sorrowfully sketched the woe caus-
ed by past wars. Women the world
over, she declared, abhorred vengeance
and detested war.

Nine delegates participated in the
closing debate today, but the discourse
delivered by Paul Boucour, of Erance,
in the unanimous opinion of the dele-
gates stood out as the most striking of
all as an eloquent exposition of the
protocol and as a statement of the hope
which the world attached to that paci-
fying instrument.

A World Problem.

M. Boucour, as his countryman, Ar-
istide Briand, had done yesterday, em-
phasized the contention that the inter-
national economic problems must be
solved before all of the causes of war
can be really eliminated. He warned
his hearers that the risk of further war
cannot be eliminated until the league
seriously takes up these problems and
discovers international solutions for
them, declaring:

‘Until the day comes when questions
like raw materials, markets, emigration
and Immigration are studied and rem-
edied, we still run the risk of ruin, but
when that settlement comes to the
world, the present-day hope will be
transformed intoa a wniversal cry of
jov.”
