Still Lesing Gold.
(Boston Herald.)

The Bank of England is still losing
gold quite heavily. In the financial
week covered by yesterday’s report it
parted with $5,460,000 specie. The whole
of this loss, and indeed somewhat more
than the whole, is attributable to the
foreign drain. The withdrawals of the
precious metal for shipment abroad
amount to $5,530,000 net. A small amount
of $70,000 in sovereigns was recovered
from the . domestic circulation.
The banking reserve shows a
decrease of  $5,185,000 for the
week. It has fallen to $79,766,055, again-
st $84951,055 last week, and
$97,178485 four weeks ago. In spite
of this enormous reduction of over $17,-
000.000 since Jnne 18, the banking re-
serve gtill rules far above the level noted
at the correspondingate last year, when
it amounted to no more than $58,380,795.
The proportion of the reserve has drop-
ped to 39.03 per cent., a decrease of 1.31
per cent. for the week and 7.04 per cent.
in four weeks. The Bank of France,
keeping in the line of its recent changes,
reports this  week an increase
of $2475,000 gold and a decrease
of $690,000 silver. The Imperial Bank
of Germany shows since last week only
a trivial increase of $35,000 in its special
line. The three banks, reckoned, to-
gether, exhibit for the week a decrease
of $2,958,000 gold, and $582,000 silver, a
reduction of $3,540,000 in_their metallic
reserve. We may note thatin the cor-
responding week of last year the three
banks reported a decrease of $1,588,465

1d and $803,827 silver, & joint loss of
%g 92,292 specie.

e present herewith a statement of
specie held by the three European
banks, in comparison with the amounts
reported, respectively, one year ago. As
the Imperial Bank of Germany does
not distinguish between the two metals
in its weekly #éturns, we are compelled
to estimate their proportions,. We rate
them, by the 'best information abtain-
able, at 78 per cent. gold to 22 per cent.
silver a:dpresent, in comparison with
two-thirds gold to ome third silver a
year ago.

It will be seen that the Bank of Eng-
land exhibits a gain of $27,334,685 gold
over the corresponding date last year.
The Bank of France shows an increase
for the year of $9,588,580 gold, as well as
a trivial gain of $161,089 silver. The
Imperial Bank of Germany displays an
increase of $40,674,000 gold and a de-
crease of $19,029,000 silver, a netincrease
in specie $21,645,000. The three
banks taken together exhibit, in com-
parison with the corresponding date last
year, an increase of $77,597,215 gold, and
& decrease of $18,867,931 gilver, anet in-
crease in specie of $58,729,284. One
year ago the'three banks exhibited an
excess of gold over silver.to the amount
of $182,530,138. At ent the excess
of gold over silver stands at $278,995,284.

11 the feast is given to foreign tribes
the whole tribe coutributes to these pay-
ments. The man who intends to give
the potlatch first borrows as many blan-
kets as he needs from both his friends
and from those whom he is going to in-
vite to the feast. Every one sends him
as many as can afford, or according to
his rank. At the feast these are given
away, each man receiving the more the
higher his rank is. All those who have
received anything at the potlatch have
to repay the double amount at a later
day, and this is used fo repay those who
lent blankets.

At each such feast the man who gives
it acquires a new and more honorable
name. In one tribe the chief’s son, some
time after his father’s death, adopts the
latter’s name. For this purpose he in-
vites all the neighboring tribes to a pot~
latch. During the festival he stands on
the permanent scaffold in front of his
house, assisted py two slaves, who dis-
tribute the presents among the guests
sitting or standing in the street.

As it is necessary to give a great festi-
val at the assumption of the chief’s name,
the new chief continues sometimes for
years and years to accumulate wealth
for the purpose of celebrating this event.

“POTLATCH.”

The Custom of
ing
Feasts.

One of the most complicated and in-
teresting institutions of the Northwest-
ern Indian tribes of Canada, according
to Mr. Horatio Hale’s report on the sub-

tothe British Association, is what
is called “potlatch”—the custom of pay-
ing debts and acquiring distinction by
means of giving a great feast and making
presents to all the guests.

It is Somewhat difficult to understand
the meaning of the potlatch. The author
would com its most simple form to
our custem of invitations or making pre-
sents, and the obligations arising from
the offering, not from the acceptance, of
such invitations and presents. Indeed,
the system is almost exactly analogous,
with the sole exception that the Indian
is more {anxious to outdo the first giver
than the civilized European, who, how-
ever, has the same tendency,and that
what is custom with us is law to the
Indian. Thus by continued potlatches
each man becomes necessarily the debtor
of the other.

According to Indian ideas, any moral
or material harm done to a man can be
made good by an adequate potlatch,
Thus, if a man is ridiculed by another,
he gives away a number of blankets to
his friends and so regains his former
standing. I remember for instance, that
the grandson of a chief in Hope Island,
by unskilfol management of his little
canoe was upset near to the beach and
had to wade ashore. The grandfather
felt ashamed on account of the boy’s ac-
cident, and gaye away blankets to take
away the occasion of remarks on this
subject.

In the same way a man who feels in-
jured by another will destroy a certain
amount of proper:.iy; then his adversary
is com;)e]led to do the same, else a
stain of dishonor will rest upon him,
This custom may be compared to a case
where a member of civilized society
gives away for no good purpose a con-
siderable amount of money ostentatious-
ly in order to show his superiority over
a detested neighbor.

A remarkable feature of the potlatch
is the custom of giving feasts going be-
yond the host’s means. The procedure
on such occasions is also exactly regu-
lated. Thbe foundation of this custom is
the solidarity of the individual and the
gens, or even the tribe, to which he
belongs. If anindividualgains social dis-
tinction, his gens participates in it. If
he loses in respect, the stain rests also
on the gens. Therefore the gens con-
