Burning of the Burns Mill at Bathurst-
Ou Wednesday evening last at a few min­

utes before ten o’clock the St* Lawrence 
Lumber Company’s tine Steam Saw mill at 
Bathurst was burned to the ground, together 
with a large quantity of lumber piled in the 
yard. The watchman had been through the 
mill on his regular rouud of inspection at 
half-past nine, as indicated by the detector 
clock kept in the office for the purpose, and 
although - ю far as be obierved—everything 
was safe, yet a few minutes afterwards, he 
saw fve breaking out between the engine 
house aud boiler shed—a plaee which, by 
the v ay, seems t b * an especially dangerous 
one for fire in a good many тіІЧ The 
flames spread very rapidly and in a few 
minutes all hope of eavi ig the mill was at an 
end, and attention was turned to the offices, 
the machine shops of the mill and Caraquet 
railway, the millions of lumber in the yard 
and other propeity. Fortunately, the shops 
and office were saved and also much of the 
lumber, though several millions of the latter 
was destroyed, the loss ou this item alone 
being estimated at $25 000.

Messrs. Burns Bros, were large stockhold­
ers in and managers of the mill, whbh was 
built by Mr. Burns soon after he went into 
the milling business, and had, under the ex­
perienced direction of Mr. P. Burns, become 
one of the best appo.ntéd and most efficient 
saw mills in Canada. It was fitted with the 
most recent improvements in the way of 
machines for resawing and utilising small 
lumber, and had a tire pump and the extin­
guishing apparatus and arrangements which 
would have rendered its destruct'on almost 
impossible in working hours. Unfortunate­
ly, this fire started when the watchman only 
was on the premises and there was no steam 
on the boilers, with which to start the pump.

We are glad to he ir that there is a pros- 
spect of the mill being rebuilt dnring the 
winter season, and also that the Company 
have sufficient deals on hand to fill existing 
contracts.

There was $20,000 insurance on tha mill, 
which, although-it will materially assist in 
making up the loss sustaine d by the fire is a 
comparatively small sum against the outlay 
that will be necessary before the “Burns 
Mill” can be restored to its former value and 
efficiency.

The Chatham public wharf property was 
leased at public auction by Mr. Edward 
Johnson on Tuesday at noon. Just as Mr. 
Johnson had begun to make his preliminary 
announcements,auctioneer Wyse forbade him 
to proceed, on the ground that he, Wyse, 
had been authorized by two members of the 
committee of three to let the property. 
Then, Geo. В Fraser, Esq., barrister, for­
bade the sale on general grounds. Mr. 
Johntoi merely smiled and proceeded. The 
first lot offered—that on which the engine 
house stands —and which the town fire de­
partment has had free of charge for more 
than twenty years, was expected to go to the 
town at a nominal figure, but F. E. Win­
slow, Esq., bid against chairman McDon­
ald of the Fire Commissioners until it was 
run up to $22 per annum—at which high 
ground rent it was secured for the town.

The front portion of the wharf, comprising 
all the property save the reserved public 
slip, the Ferry Slip, the engine house site 
and tho lots on which the buildings of 
Messrs. Crimmin and others stand, was se­
cured—after sharp competition—by F. E. 
Winslow, Esq., at a rental of $115 a year.

The remaining portion—lots on which 
Messrs. Crimmin, Sadler & Gillespie’s 
buildings stand—was briskly competed for 
between Mr. Winslow and' the present 
lessees, the latter bidding them in at $101 a 
year.
