THE RUBY MINES OF BURMAH.

i

Perhaps it is dus to some etho from
ithe East, perhaps to some half-re-
membered vision conjured up by the
story-books of one's childhood, but
whatever the cause, among gems your
ruby is king beyond all rivals. For a
man’s—or especially a woman’s—own
gelf, as Bacon says, there may be some
other favorite, the soft luminous nacre
of the almost living pesrl, ihe cool,
green tranquility of the emerald, the
lurking blue flame of the sapphire. But
for the royal splendors of this world,
for the pomp and circumstances of
kings, there are but two stones, the
diamond and the ruby.

Browning, subtle as ever, caught the
feminine implication of the sapphire as
an adornment for King Saul, and but-
tresed it with a masculine turn. “¥Yet
even as “lordly male-sapphires”. they
seem unequal to more than the weak-
er side of the great Jew’s character.
Rubles remain the jewel of the man
of action, the climax of color and cost-
Mness in every age, and it is curious
to think that from the Ilengendary
Great Ruby of Ceylon, as big as a
man’s palm, down to the $70,000 store
that Boucheron exhibited at the
Franco-British Exhibition in London
last year, every one of the famous ru-
bles of the world came from a small
valley tucked away among the fcot-
hills that act as sentinels to the Iong
dividing ranges between Burmah and
China,

Mogok—or, as the real name se2ms
to have been, Mokop—is far beyand
Mandalay, and of all the hundreds of
thousands of scurrying sightseers tl at
pelt round the world each winter not
ten make the journey to this historic
fleld, wherein alone of all her mary
jewel flelds Nature has strewn her
richest treasure. Yet the journey it-
self, were there no rubies to see at its
close, would be well worth the ircu-
ble.

T™HROUGH THE JUNGLE,

North from Mandalay the Pole star
hangs low and steady over the broad
Irrawaddy all our way. But the navi-
gation of the first forty: miles is one
of the most complicated things that
ever puzzled a waterman. Only in the
centre of the deepest channel is there
water enough even for our little flat-
fron of a launch, and that channel
writhes unseen from side to side cf the
rlver with an ingenuity that se2ms al-
most infernal. This would be of less
moment if the fairway, however de-
vious it might be, that has been chosen
by the Irrawaddy could be expected to
remain a fairway for more than a few
hours together.

densely-matted jungle, and c¢nly on
some promontory does the spire of a
temple jet upwards in.a golden-tipped
flame of white.r About a hundred
milés up stream Thabeitkyen is reach-
ed, and the long sixty-mile journey
through the jungle and up the curv-
ing green flanks of the foothills be-
ging. The road is a good one, and the
enterprise of a local firm has placed
upon it a few motar-brakes, which
cover the distance daily in seven or
eight hours—barring accidents. At
last, just as darkness is beginning
to fall, the yellow lights of Mogok up-
pear ‘ahead, the slanting line of electric
arcs lightning the trolley-way up from
the Taroktan mine 'standing clearly
out among them like pearls among
topazes.

All day and all night the work goes
on. There are two shifts, one from
seven in the morning: till five in ‘the
afternoon, the other following on till
three a. m. The “byon’” or ruby-bear-
ing earth, stretches almost every-
where along the Mogok Valley, and
wherever this rich old-gold crumbling
clay is found rubies are found also.
Yet a stranger might hunt among the
cuttngs for weeks and see never a
glint of crimson. It is a standing jest
at the offices, where the offer is often
made to the visitor that he may keep
any ruby he sees, an offer of which
no one has ever yet been able to take
advantage. Yet there the rubies are,
and after the iron trolleys have been
hauled up to the washing sheds and
their sticky burden rotated, and filt-
ered and washed and stirred and
cleaned and distributed, there is no
mistaking the rich glow of the rubies
that le here and there among the
heaps of dark shingle upon the slates
of the sorting shed.

A BROTHER RUBY. |

Besides the pure ruby, spinel or ba- |
las rubies are found in large quan-
tities at Mogok. nIdeed, wherever the
true ruby is found, its splendid but
bastard brother, the spinel, is sure to
crop up close beside it. Both are cry-
stale of alumina, but the crystals are
of different shapes, and while the
true ruby s pure corundum only, the
spinel ruby has also a minute admix-
ture of magngesium, which lessens its
hardness by a fifth, and, incidentally,
lessens also its value by ninety-nine-
hundredths, Except in a few rare
cases the practiced eye can distinguish
at a, glance between the two, but a
small numher of really magnificent
spinels exist—easily first among them
being the great Agincourt ‘ruby” in
the crown of England—which it is ex-
tremely diffieult to identify without |
the aid of the unerrlng test of the !
dichroiscope,

All of  the great ' rubles of the
world have come from the Mogok val-
leys, and it is curious to think of the '
adventures ‘through which these crim-
son beauties have’already passed, and |
through which they are destined yet |
to pass, from their untroubled bed of ;
clay among the deserted mountains ;
and gungles of Burmah to their ulti- |
mate fate, which can hardly be other
ithan destruction by fire or their loss
at sea. Little else can harm a ruby,
so hard of heart is it, and even a fur-
tive recutting by a thief is never one
that robs the gem of much- weight. .
For the almost geometric proportion in !
which a good ruby increases in value |
according .to its weight is one of the |
most -dmazing things about the gem.
A fine diamord of one carat may be
worth £20 or so; a ruby a little more
than twice as much. But while a dia-
mond of ten carats is worth, perhaps,
$4,000, a perfect ruby of the same
weight may be worth anything up to !
350,000 franes, asked by Messrs. Bou- |

Here at four
different mines—Taraktan, Shwebon-
tha, “Rerhill” and Padansho—modern
tools and machinery and systematized
working result in the proper examina-
tion of a vast amount of byon every
day. At Taroktan mine alone about
fourteen hundred tons of the “gravel®
are dafly washed during the periods of
high pressure and the results of this
activity are visible everywhere.

Nowhere, perhaps, even in the lotut
land of Burmah is there such evidence
of . prosperity as at Mogok, and the
difficulty in obtaining all the labor it
requires. Just now about 800 laborers
are at work. At times, whenever the
spare money of the world is greater
than it is today, and thhe fashion for
rubies as the favorite gem comes round
in its incvitable cycle, as many as two
thousand Burmans are needed at the
mines and better workmen could not
be had.
