i m The amalgamation of the home mis­
sion boards of the three provinces is 
regarded by members of the Baptist 
Church as one of the most Important 
matters of business passed upon by the 
convention which ended its sessions in 
Halifax two days ago. This will, it is 
understood, mean the creation of a new 
board with headquarters either in St. 
John or Moncton, it being arranged at 
the convention that the office should be 
located in New Brunswick.

Some ten years ago the provinces de­
cided to worle independently in their 
home missions. The separation, in the 
opinion of many, has not been entirely 
successful and at the meeting of the 
New Brunswick boar! a month or so 
ago a resolution was adopted after a 
hard fight favoring amalgamation. A 
committee from New Brunswick met a 
similar committee from Nova Beotia 
at Wolf ville recently ana prepared a 
report which was later adopted by the 
convention. This approved the amalga­
mation of the boards If a satisfactory 
b>, s.'s of settlement could be arranged. 
The report will come before the New 
Brunswick association next year and 
on It a recommendation will be made to 
the Maritime convention. If this sug­
gestion is favorable tp amalgamation, 
the. convention will appoint the new 
beard.
