St. John Is to have a modem pork 
packing factory with one of the most 
up to date slaughter houses in east­
ern Canada, If this is not the first 
factory of Its kind, it is the only 
within recent years, and a description 
will be of interest. The factory is that 
of Dunn Bros., not exactly in St. John, 
but near enough for all ordinary pur­
poses, and at this factory the new 
slaughter house is just being complet­
ed. It was commenced some months 
ago and will he ready for work in a 
very few days.

This new slaughter house is seventy 
feet long by twenty feet wide, 
story high. It Is fully equipped with 
all modern devices for the killing and 
treating of hogs, and will have ai cap­
acity of three hundred head per day. 
Owing, however, to the fact that the 
supply of hogs jn this province is 
limited the place will not be run to its 
full capacity for some time at 
rate.

The hogs are taken from cars and 
driven into a pen. When work is be­
ing done a man goes Into this pen and 
there fixes to the hind leg of each hog, 
in turn, a hook, which is attached to 
hoisting gear. The hog is then quickly 
lifted up to the floor of the slaughter 
house, where , the butcher is waiting. 
Hogs are killed in such places by the 
knife, which is Inserted in the throat 
in such a manner as to reach the heart 
and make death as painless as 
sible.

After this the carcasses are transi 
ferred to the cutting room, where they

The pork is often shipped before 
it is in proper condltlOQy. and as this 
is often done in cars Which 
suited to the carrying of meats, the 
pork Is sometimes tainted when re­
ceived at the factory. On this account 
most manufacturers prefer to do theii 
own killing in order to avoid the 
sibility of injury to the meat.

The total cost of these 42 
outfits would be not less than 1120,000. 
And if other American firms are sup­
plying machines in like proportion the 
western farmers this year must be 
paying out well over the half million 
mark for Yankee machinery alone, in 
spite of the 26 per cent duty.
