^’Evidence of British witnesses proved 
that the trawlers carried: regulation 
lights, followed usual fishing rules, and 
were directed by their commodore by 
means of conventional rocket*.

“Leading divisions of the ’ squadron, 
including) Admiral Voelkersam’e, pass­
ed the trawlers unsuspecttifglyv Ad­
miral Rojestveneky’s division, the last, 
noticed green flares, really a fishing 
signal, which created alarm, and then 
observed the vessel topping the waves. 
Admiral Rojestvensky ordered his 
sips to open fire, on the results of 
which rests his responsibility."

The admirals signed the document in 
the following order: Von Spaun, Four­
nier, Doubassoff, Beaumont and Davis.

LONDON, Feb. 27—The British press 
welcomes the report of the Interna­
tional commission of inquiry into the 
North Sea affair with almost unquali­
fied satisfaction. Some of the papers 
think the decision does not go far 
enough in the direction of condemna­
tion of Vice Admiral Rojestvensky and 
and the commander of the transport 
Kamschatka, but at the same time 
they hold that it is now possible for 
Russia to make ample amends.

ONE DEATH IN HALIFAX 
CAUSED BY SNOWSTORM.

NEW YORK, Feb. 27,—Eleven per­
sons were killed and upwards of fifty 
injured, some probably fatally, by the 
collapse of the flooring of the Fleet 
street African Methodist Episcopal 
Zion church in Brooklyn tonight. Of 
the killed eight were women, two men 
and one a child. The building was an 
ancient ramshackle frame structure 
erected sixty years ago in the heart of 
the colored section of Brooklyn in 
Fleet street near Myrtle avenue.

Arrangements had been made tonight 
to hold funeral services of Sydney 
Tainter, one of the older members of 
the church, and the auditorium, which 
is on the second floor of the building, 
the ground floor being used by the Sun­
day school, was crowded with an audi­
ence of upwards of 300 persons, of 
whom the majority were women. The 
congregation was waiting in silence 
for the arrival of the body and Pastor 
Jacobs was standing at the altar 
awaiting the summons to meet the fu­
neral procession at the door, when a 
sharp cracking of timbers was heard, 
and in an instant the half of the audi­
torium nearest the door collapsed, 
carrying down more than a hundred 
persons, who were crushed 
wreckage of the flooring and pews.

A great volume of dust for a few 
moments hid the victims from view. 
The remainder of the audience, finding 
themselves cut oft from the door and 
expecting every instant that "the rest 
of the flooring would collapse under 
them, fought madly to reach the win­
dows and in some instances persons 
leaped from them and sustained seri- 
our injuries. On the arrival of the 
police and firemen the work of rescue 
began.
of the floor remaining intact who were 
uninjured were taken from the win­
dows by means of ladders. Those lying 
in the mass of wreckage on the lower 
floor could only be reached after the 
firemen had cut their way to them 
with axes. Out of the wreck ten 
bodies were recovered and taken to a 
station house and atfclt thirty persons 
were removed to tlifp Brooklyn hospi­
tal, wharè three women dietf soon after 
being admitted. All the ambulances 
In Brooklyn Were called out. Over a 
score of those hurt were able to go 
home after their injuries had been at­
tended to.

Heartrending scenes were witnessed 
in the station house, which was 
thronged with relatives and friends 
who came to identify the dead. The' 
known dead are: Bertha Green, Teresa 
Ellis, Samuel Chisholm, Annie Bean, 
Anna Sullivan, Louisa Smith, Mary 
Scott, two unidentified women, one 
unidentified child, and one unidentified 
man.

The cause of the collapse was the 
decayed condition of the beams and 
supports of the flooring.

The commander of the Kamschatka 
signalled to Admiral Rojestvensky 
during the evening that he had been 
attacked by torpedo boats. The admi­
ral therefore had reason to believe he 
might be attacked and • gave orders for 
strict vigilance against the possible 
approach of torpedo boats.

The majority of the commission con­
siders that Admiral Rojestveneky’s 
orders were not excessive in time of 
war, particularly under circumstances 
that he had every reason to consider 
the situation very alarming.

"The commissioners,” the decision 
said, "recognize unanimously that the 
fishing fleet committed no hostile act 
and the majority of the commissioners 
are of the opinion that there were not 
either among the fishing boats or in 
their vicinity any torpedo boats, and 
opening fire by Admiral Rojestvensky 
was not justified."

The decision further says that .the 
Russian commissioner did not share in 
the latter opinion.

“In any event,” the decision con­
tinues, "the commissioners are glad 
to recognize unanimously that Ad. Ro­
jestvensky personally did all he could 
from commencement to end to prevent 
the trawlers from being the object of 
fire by the Russian squadron.”

Concerning the squadron’s proceeding 
without assisting the damaged trawl­
ers the decision says:

"The commissioner* are unanimous 
that under the circumstances preceding

BRICKLAYERS : $67 A WEEK. STOPPED THE FUNERAL. CHARLOTTETOWN, P. E. I„ Feb. 
20.—Three weeks of snow fighting and 
not a through train over the Island 
railway in all this time—another storm 
yeeterday and the track filled in al­
most as completely as at first; both 
winter steamers tied up for nearly a 
month, with no immediate prospect of 
their release; our mails driven by team 
to and from CTtpe Traverse and Char­
lottetown over country roads almost 
impassable ; such are some of the con­
ditions under which P. E. Island peo­
ple are laboring this winter. The rail­
way men are almost discouraged with 
the strenuous fight. The snow fight­
ing Is costing the Island railway $1,066 
a day for shovelling, besides feeding 
the men, repairing disabled engines 
and numerous "other expenses, not to 
speak of the complete absence of re­
ceipts for either passenger or freight 
traffic.

The moving of freight is a most seri­
ous matter. There is a big shortage 
of hay and it Is feared that many far­
mers may lose some of their stock. 
Farmers are also suffering from a 
scarcity of food stuff, or at least the 
difficulty in hauling it.

Passengers have had many and var- 
iey experiences. D. J. McDonald, of 
the post office department, walked 
from Emerald to Charlottetown, 31 
miles. He is an athletic, powerful 
man, but he found this tramp on an 
unbroken track all the way and with 
snow from five to fifteen feet thick, 
the hardest proposition of his life.
